PASSAGE VOTE UNANIMOUS

Clircrs and Applause In lower

WAHSI.VJTO.N", Sept. 20. Th House
laws today passed, the war revenue bill
designed to raise by taxation approx
amtely 8,1S2,000,000 of the 24 or more
billions needed by the Nation for th
current year.

kind In the history ot any cation now
poos to the Senate.

Passage of the bill was unanimous.
A formal rollcall, demanded by Majorlt
Leader Kitchin. recorded 350 ayes an
no noes. Announcement of the vote by
Speaker Clark was greeted with a roa
of cheers and applause.

possible speed In the bill's course
through the Senate is assured, accord
ing to leaders. Desire for the bi
enactment before the November elec
tions has been expressed by leaders o
both houses, but this is considered
doubtful.

Consideration of the measure by th
House today prior to the vote was
brief. An amendment by the House
ways and means committee, which
drafted the bill, extending- - the depletion
allowances to gas and oil wells and
mines to include "timber and other nat
Ural deposits' was adopted.

The mammoth measure has been in
process of evolution in the House since
last May when Secretary McAdoo and
the President decided additional reve
nues must be had. the President ad
dressing Congress May 27 and asking"
It to remain in session to frame the
new measure.

Passage of the bill through the house
has required more than three months,
hearings of the House ways and means
committee lasting from June 7 to July
17. with the measure under debate in
the House itself since September 6,

SLOUGH DISPUTE AT END

DAMS WILL BB RKMOVKD WHES
PORT COMMISSIONERS ELECT.

Port toa of Waterway Between Willam-
ette River and talus Avenue Will

Be Kept Open to Traffic.

Following months of controversy be-
tween those concerned in theiMultno- -
mah County drainage district No. 1,
having for its object the building of
two dams in Columbia Slough and the
reclamation of close to 8000 acres of
overflow land, and property owners of
the Peninsula district, who objected to
the slough being closed, claiming it
was required as a water route for
vessels serving the industrial district,
the Port of Portland Commission yes-
terday decided to enter into a contract
with the district, through which the
dams are to be removed when the
Port elects.

In addition to closing the contract,
which is to be signed by the president
and secretary of the Commission, there
was adopted a resolution setting forth
that, as the Port is authorized by law
to maintain a channel in the Slough,
the members are in favor of keeping
that portion of the Slough open be-
tween the Willamette River and Union
avenue, so plants there may be reached
by river vessels and by towboats with
barges.

The controversy regarding the clos-
ing of the Slough has been before the
Council. United States Engineers and
the Port of Portland for months. A
public hearing was conducted recently
by Colonel Zinn, Corps of Engineers,
U. S. A., the War Department having
ordered a report made of the matter.

GERMANY DECIDES OX "RAPID
AXD PITILESS REPRESSION."

Berlin Authorities) Iaane Call for All
Sabjeets in SwHserlnnd 1

I Return.

PARIS, Sept. 20. (Havas.) Because
of the aggravation of the internal situ-
ation in Germany, which continues to
grow, the German government has
taken measures to assure "rapid and
pitiless repression" in case of revolt, a
Zurich dispatch reports today.

BERNE, Switserland. Sept. 20.
(Havas.) Berlin authorities have in-
structed all Germans discharged from
the army and living in Switzerland to
return for work in the rear of the
fighting line, especially in guarding
prisoners. v

Ten thousand German subjects here
ahow little inclination to respond.

WASHINGTON. Sept. 20. Apparently
In desperate need of manpower as a
result of the military events on the
west front, Germany is cutting down
the garrisons maintained heretofore in
Poland and sending the troops to the
front.
