Mail Liners to Effect Reduction in
Delivery, Says Bernard.

LONDON.—*“Within & very reasonabls
period we shall find all prinefipal mall

“Considerable time
will be saved In the transit of malls.
A liner leaving New York with urgent
and lmportant letters will be able to
discharze them by seaplane 300 to 400
miles west of the Irish Coast; within a
few hours they can be delivered in
London thus effecting a saving of 24
haurs.

“The same procedure can be carried
out by a vessel bounag to New York—
weather of course being an important
factor—for In fine weather a well-
equipped seaplnne could travel at an
enormous speed over a considerable
distance. It is quite within the bounds
of possibilliy that letters posted in
London can be delivered In New York
within four daya™

Mr. Bernard thinks tne service will at
first be subsidized by the governments
of the two countries,

Similarly, he says lotters could be
expadited from South America to the
European continent by seaplanes leav-
ing the liners 300 miles off Lisbon or
Gibraltar.
