FREE MARKET FOR CLIP

War Department Will Suspend Anc

tlon Sales Durins Period New

lHiiy?$t.c AVmils Are Moving.

As fcas been already stated ia these col

nmns, the government will not sell wool

this year against domestic producers, llany
inauiri- - hivA been received from wool
grower, wool. dealers and wool manufac
turers in regard to the policy of the gov
eminent In dtKposing of the stock of wool

held by the mar department. In answer to
th inqulrKs the director of purchase,
storage and traffic authorizes the following
statement:

"Firsr At is the Intention of the war de
partment to continue to sell at public auc
tlon such wools as manufacturers may re
quire itb a minimum reserve price the
equivalent of the British civil Issue price.
This basis of the British civil Issue price
will be maintained as the minimum reserve
price until July 1. XS19.

"Second It is not Intention of the
war department In the sale of wool' now
owned by the government to compete with
the domestic producers of wooL It is the
intention of the war department on July 1,

jyi. when the domestic clip will probably
be arriving in the markets In sufficient
volume to supply the wants of manufac-
turers, to discontinue offering at auction or
otherwise until such a time aa the domes-
tic producer shall have had ample oppor
tunity to market his clip. November 1,

1919. those grades of wool remaining In
the hands of the government that would
compete with the product of domestic wool
growers.
