REDS NEAR END OF ROPE

Conflagration in Russia Cannot Last,

Say Leacders.

LONDON.—(Correspondence of the
Asosclated Press. )—"The pressnt con-
flagraltion In Russia cannot last. With-
out fuel, in the form of food and sup-
plies generally, bolshevism must burn
itself out™

Such I8 the opinion of an Englishman
who left Mosncow February 0§ and has

ust reasched London,
“I find in this country,” he =said, "a
genernl impression that the bolshewviki

leaders are nothing but violent crimi-
nals and robbers. But they have other
gqualifications as well, =uch as grgan-
izing ability, ruthless decision and the
power to rtule.

“Public opinion as to the advantages
of bolahevism Is widely divergent.
Thoss who have =ecured through the
revoolution =a comfortable ainecure,
with a monthly salary of perhaps 1500
rubles in one of the innumerable gov-
ernmental departments which exist In
every town, are not anxious (o upset
the present order of thinnge., On the
other hand, speculators and peasants
who, through the misfortunes of the
aristocratic and bourgeois classes, have
Tined their pockets, are now rather in-
lc!lncd to clumoer for a more stable and

constitutional form of government
which would snabls them to kesp what
they have unjustly galned.

“As a whole, however, the people are
