BUSINESS MEN HEAR PLEA

Experience of Boys Under "Fire In
Franc Held Death Blow to

Bolshevism In America.

"There1!! be no bolshevism or strikes
In this country. If your boy could have
gone through what many of your boys
have in the last two yeara. those whowere trained in this country, and those
who went through the baptism of fire
in the Argonne," said Major-Gener- al

William H. Johnston, commander of the
famous 91st division In France andnow permanent commander of Camp
Lewis, who spoke yesterday before
400 business men of Portland at the
Chamber of Commerce, where he
was the guest of the Progressive Busi-
ness Men's club.

"Put your boy In training In our
army camps, even though perhaps you
may not want to make a soldier of him.
Let him have the training," pleaded
the general, who urged the public to
be watchful and on guard.

"Be Prepared," la Plea.
"Let us be prepared. France wascaught unawares. She will not repeat."
"I cannot say too much about the91st, which It was my good fortune to

command "over there." The men did
themselves proud. They showed theGermans we would fight, and they alsoproved It conclusively, first to theFrench and then to the British, who
were a bit skeptical about whether we
would fight.

"There are some enthusiastic Amer-
icans, naturally, who feel that they
were cheated when the armistice was
signed on November 11, but it had to
be done. It was a foot race several
times in big engagements after we dug
In, for the German was on the runpretty fast at various points along the
line, ansl I must say I was not a lit-
tle disappointed after nine days' fight-
ing, when, of course, we lost many men
and officers, to receive orders to go
into Belgium with the division, for we
thought we had only Just begun to
fight. I protested loudly and vocif
erously and a letter from General Cam-
eron, citing the 91st for its wonderful
showing, proved it best that we should
withdraw to the first line reserves for
reorganization. The records of the di
vision stand for themselves, which show
1702 killed in action.

50O0 Lost In Nine Days.
"We lost 6000 men In the nine days'

drive at St. Mlhiel. The division, up
to the signing of the armistice, had
captured 2412 prisoners, had advanced
43 kilometers under fire and had cap
tured 471 machine guns. This latter
act speaks for itself, for to capture a
machine gun means the killing of the
operators, who work in a hidden nest."

General Johnston lauded officers and
men, spoke most highly of the men
particularly, who went in from civil
life and little or no training and made
good.

Colonel Hennessy of Camp Lewis
spoke of the plans for the vocational
training at the camp and pleaded for
more recruits in the army.
