HKRE OF MARKET FOB COFFEES

Local Dealer Believes Trices Mukt Go
Higher.

Commenting on an article on the coffee
situation in these columns yesterday, I. Lang

rite.-- ;
I have read v.ith some interest the arti-

cle in the commercial columns of this morn-
ing's Oregonian on the coffee market. I
hardly hflieve it reflects absolute condi-
tions. Coffee sttocks today in Brazil are

less than they were a 5'ear ago. At
this time last year there were stored in
Santos, the principal world's coffee market,
.1.000.023 bags of coffe; on June- It the
storage etocks in Santos aggregated only
2.4i4.iti0 bagy. The receipts In the past 12
months at Santos as compared with the pre-
vious 12 months were 5.0O0.O0O bags short;
iho receipts at Rio were 1.000,000 bags bhort
as compared with the panic period. The
prospects are that the present crop of San-
tos coffee will run between 3.OOO.0O0 and
4.IMI0.000 bag;?, a eHi nst a yearly average crop
of ffnm 10.MOO.000 to 12.1(00.000. this heavy
phoriage beinn due to I routs occurring about
a car ago. which not only killed the blos-
soms on the irees, but destroy pd a very
lame percentage of the tree?, so that it will
proba bly take several years before we again
get a normal crop. In all probabilities thecrop of 102O and 1021 will not be very much
larger than the present crop, so it begins to
look as if i lie market on coffees is going to
be ma ma i ned, and the proba bil i ties are we
may look for very much hipher prices.

"Knrcp is very short of supplies and last
week drew from the New York market alone

I'O.OOO bags of coffee to take care of
their immediate needs. When the central'K.uropean states are permitted to trade,
they will probably be bringing in very heavy
supplies to take care of their trade, for they
a,t present have absolutely no stocks.

"in your article you st.ite that there can'
be no question that speculators are at work
on the market. As a matter of fact there
it le?-- speculation in coffee today than atany .time in years. Coffee roasters of the
United States, with very few exceptions,
have been afraid of the market and as aconsequence have allowed their stocks to get
down to a very low ebb. and the buying atiwnt is not speculative, but is due to thaabwjtuto need or roasters, who will continueto ouy coffees from the countries of produc-
tion as long as the consumer demands histup of coftee.

"I'nder present conditions we can hardly
sped a nyt hing but an advancing market,

and this condition will continue until the
price of coffee gets to a point where it
tviil check consumption.

"As compared with many othr food
products, coffee is felling at a very low price
lorta'. Take many of our own Oregon prod-
ucts and compare prices today with prices
ruling a few years ago. Make the same
ompanson with coffee, but take into con-

sideration tbt we art now up against shortsupplies, and it looks to the writer as If
at present prices, whn tl facts are

taken into consideration. Is a cheap com-
modity

"While the world could get along without
coffee, how many consumers are there who
b;i v their daily consumption of
, f.rfrr (ii count of tho advam-- in price ?
While no one can predict with absolute ccr- -

tatnty the future of the market, and while
prices today are higher than they have
been for the last 40 years. I disagree with
you that the natural result will be a de-
cline. While a decline may eventually come,
it is the writer's personal opinion that this
cannot be expected until supplies again
reach a normal state, which, is some years
hence,"

Decrease in Record of Failures.
Another month's returns hve set a new

low record in the number of failures In this
country, only 531 commercial defaults being
reported to R. G. Dun & Co. during; May,
with $11,956,651 of liabilities. Excepting
March, when there were 27 more reverses
than in the shorter month of February, each
month this year has disclosed progressive
reduction iu number of insolvencies, those
in May being l pelow the previous min-
imum of April, and in but two months of the
last 12 years has there been any Increase.
Since monthly statements were first com-
piled in 1894, or a quarter of a century ago,
the low point up to April of this year has
been 581 failures pf May. 1899, and July of
1899 was the only other month until thisyear in which the number had fallen under
the 600 mark.

Eat Needs Dry Weather.
The government weekly report on grain

says: "Dry weather would be beneficial In
many central and northern states but rains
are greatly needed in the northwest. Corn
made good progress, generally east of the
Mississippi river, but to'o'codl in great plain
states. In the corn belt some replanting has
been necessary on the lowlands on account
of rains. Cutworms reported In scattered
sections but no serious damage reports."

John Inglls, who la nowin Omaha,' reports
that corn in Illinois, Missouri, Kansas and
Nebraska la all alike. Conditions are gen
erally poor for all crops and wheat is
deteriorating rapidly.

California Wheat Estimate Larger.
The California state crop report estimates

the winter wheat crop at 14,400,200 bushels.
of 6,810,000 bushels more than last year.
Oats acreage is practically the same as last
year. Condition 85 per cent indicating pro
duction of 5,950,000 bushels. Barley acreage
is 13 per cent below'that of last year. Pro
duction this year estimated at 35,904,000
bushels or 1,584,000 bushels more than last
year. Hay condition 87 per cent. Slight
damage was done by rains to cocked hay in
districts 5, 6 and 8. Alfalfa condition 94 per
cent. Acreage 104.7 per cent.

Half Holiday' on "Front Street.
There was a half holiday on Front street

yesterday and but little business was tran-
sacted in the forenoon. Th egg market
was firm with 42 cents the general buying
price. Cube butter sold at 03 cents for extras
and the market waa reported weak. Hens
brought from 25 to 27 cents. Green
produce was quiet and generally unchanged.

CORN DEMAND IS BROAD

UNFAVORABLE CROP COXDI- -

TIOXS CACSE HEAVY BUYING

Highest Prices of Season Arc Reached
by July Delivery Decrease

in Shipments.

CHICAGO. June 12. Demand for corn
broadened out to an unusual extent today.
owing largely to unfavorable crop condi-
tions and to talk of falling off in rural
consignments. The market closed strong.
3'c to 4i"C net higher, with July SI.
to 91.7Mb. and September, $1.64 Ti to $1.65.
Oats gained l'ic to and provisions, 37c
to 7J.:fo.

Highest prices yet this season were
reached in corn by the.July delivery, which
with other months closed at virtually th
top level of the day. Excessive moisture
and predictions or more to follow had
caused many bullish estimates on domestic
crop, losses. At the same time, serious re-
sults from drought in Franco and Great
Britain attracted a good deal of notice.
Steep fresh upturns in the value of hogs
tended further to stimulate buying of corn,
a disposition which toward the last was
greatly increased on account of advices that
shipments from first hands next week would
undergo a big cut. About the only im
portant selling was to realize profits.

Oats trans was much enlarged, and senti
ment bullish. Adverse crop conditions ap
pea red to be chiefly responsible.

l.ard soared to a new top record price
and carried other provisions skyward. Most
of the impetus came from the strength of
grain and hogs.

Bankers Again Take Steps to Check
Speculation Early Market Is

Strong and Active.

NEW TORK. June 12. Th. monev nitua- -
tion e sain today caused a deollue in the
final hour of trading on the stock exchange.
A rise to 9 per cent for call ioans unsettledpricea at a time when they were pursuing
a igorous upward course and the early
gains made during a moderately active ses-
sion were largely reduced or lot.The situation reflected once more what is
declared to be the attitude of conservative
bankers toward the speculation which haa
so lone been in evidence. The advance in
the interest rate from the normal 6 per
cent waa the third of its kind In three con.
socutive days and was Interpreted In some
quarters aa a rebuke to professional Inter- -
ests, who are Heemlngly inclined to ignore
the federal reserve bank's note of warning
against speculation during a period whenmoney is required for other purposes, not-
ably the resumption of gold exports and
the financing of the movement of the grain
crop.

The market unauestlonablv shewed the
effect of confident pool operations In nu-
merous cases, but there was also a consid-
erable Increase in public buying, which wu
evidenced by the activity of the commis-
sion and big wire houses.

Kails moved in a hesitant fashion durinz
most of (he day. while United States Steel
also showed a wavering tendency at times.
but otherwise the trend was aggressively
upward with a long list of shares scorlns
advances any where from 1 to 7 points un-
til the final dip. bales amounted to 1.400,-00- 0

shares.
Bonds inclined upward, with victory 8isestablishing a new high record at S100.3&.

MEN RISE FROM RANKS

British Officers Often Begin as
' Humble Tommies.

Columbus (Ohio) Dispatch.
In a recent official report Sir Doug-

las Haig has something; to say about
the personnel of the British officers.
That is. he calls attention to the posi-
tions held by many of the men who
became officers, before the war start-
ed, the most conspicuous case, perhaps,
being that of a taxicab driver who be-
came a general. A schoolmaster, a
lawyer, an editor and a sergeant-majo- r

also won the rank of general
during the struggle.

As for general staff officers. Sir
Douglas says that among the best of
them were an undercook of a Cam-
bridge college, a clerk of a waterworks
department, an insurance clerk, an
architect assistant and a police in-
spector. A blacksmith's son. a coal
miner, an ironmolder, a tailor and sev-
eral policemen also held responsible
places and 'attained hig hrank.

The "ancient aristocracy" of Britain
suffered a severe jolt during the war.
according to the report if there is
really anything left of the "ancient
aristocracy" of Britain. Not that the

aristocrats did not get into
the game and do their part: they most
assuredly did. There was no clas3 in
Great Britain that went to the colors
more readily, or who accepted the fate
of war more unselfishly than the aris-
tocrats. But aa the war progressed
absolutely no attention was paid to
caste: men were promoted as they
"made good," regardless of their social
or financial position before the war.

The armies of Great Britain became
as democratic as our owna rmies. and
Sir Douglas Haig. himself recognized
as an aristocrat in every sense of the
word, goes out of his way in an.official
report to call attention to the services
rendered to the empire by all classes
and to the recognition of men. regard-
less of their previous social standing.
