A. Beaumont cables to the Dally Tele-
graph from Milan: "Premier Orlando
received at the station of Ouls some
journalists with whom he had a free
conversation. He was asked at once:

"What about the solution of the
Adriatic question?' and replied: 'Italy
can accept only one of two things,
either the compromise scheme of M.
Tardieu or the execution pure and sim-
ple of the pact of London. No other
solution is possible.

" 'We have discussed- the matter until
we all are tired of it. We are getting
gray hairs at the conference. Eveji
Wilson seems to have aged consider-
ably during the past few months.'

"The Gazeta del Popolo of Turin is
Informed that the compromise of M.
Tardieu has definitely failed and there
remains now only lor Italy to demand
the execution of the pact of London.'.'

The Tardieu compromise wonld make
Flume and neartjy territory an inde-
pendent state, with Italian control of
its foreign affairs, and give Italy Zara,
Sebenico, several islands and the man-
date over Albania.

German's Version Differs From Ac

cepted Reports Regarding
"Scrap of Paper" Talk.

LONDON, June IS (Special Cable.)
Former German Chancellor von Beth- -

mann Hollweg, gives in his memoirs
the following version of the "scrap of
paper incident, according to a Brus
sels dispatch to the Daily News from
Ernest Smith. He does not deny that
in the course of an interview on Au
gust 4. 1914. Sir W. B. Goschen, the
British ajnbassador, reminded him sev
eral times that violation of the neu
trallty of Belgium would be a decisive
act in the relations of England and
Germany.

"If you compare it with the terrible
event of a German-Englis- h, war," the
former chancellor says he replied to
the British ambassador, "The Belgium
neutrality treaty is only a scrap of
paper." "My blood boiled, ' he adds,
"at this hypocritical Insistence upon
Belgian neutrality, while shutting
one's eyes to the fact that a declaration
of war by England would mean the
ruin of the world.

"Truly, compared to such a declara
tion, the violation of Belgian neutrality
seemed Insignificant. Mr. Goshen might
have added to the report of his inter-
view that when he left me he burst
into sobbing."
