ACT HELD IN BAD FAITH

Clemencean Asks Germans How Le-

niency Is Expected When Agree--'

ment Is Deliberately Broken.

PARTS. June IS. The allied and as-
sociated powers today sent the followi-
ng- letter to the German peace delega-
tion:

"June 15. 11. Mr. president, the
terms of the armistice stgned by Ger-
many on the 11th of November, 11S.
provided as follows:

""Article 23 The German surface
warships which shall be specified by
the allies and the United States shall
forthwith be disarmed and thereafter
Interned in neutral ports or, failing
them, the allied ports designated by
the allies and the United States. They
shall there remain under supervision
by the allies and the United States,
only care and maintenance parties
being left on board.'

BlsktmaT at Seapa Flaw Cite.
"On June 31. the German warships

which had been handed over to the
allied and associated powers, at an-
chor In the roadstead at Scapa Flow
with the German care and maintenance
parties on board as provided in the
armistice, were sunk by these parties
under the orders of the German ad
mlral In command, according to the
information which has been collected
and transmitted by the British admiral
ty. The German admiral in command
of these parties of the German naval
forcej has alleged that he acted In the
belle" that the armistice expired on
June 21 at midday and consequently
in his opinion the destruction in ques
tion was no violation of Its terms.

Armhrttea Declare Violate.
"In law Germany, by signing the

terms of article 23, set out above, en
tered Into an undertaking that the
ships handed over by her should re-
main in the ports indicated by the
allied and associated powers and that
care and maintenance parties should
be left on board with such Instructions
and under such orders as would ensure
that the armistice should be observed.

"The sinking of these ships instead
of their preservation as had been pro
vided for. and in breach of the under-
taking embodied in article 31 of the
armistice against all acts of destruc
tlon. constituted at once a violation
of the armistice, the destruction of the
pledge handed over, and an act of
gross bad faith toward the allied and
associated powers.

' nexed to the fourth Hague convention
of 1907. every serious violation of the
armistice by one of the parties gives
the other party the rfght to denounce
It and even in case of urgency to re
commence hostilities at once.

"A violation of the terms of the
armistice by Individuals, acting on
their own Initiative, only confers the
right of demanding the punishment of
these offenders and if necesary. in
demnity for the losses sustained. It
will, therefore, be open to the allied
and asoclated powers to bring before
a military tribunal the persons re-
sponsible for these acts of destruction,
so that the appropriate penalties may
be Imposed. Furthermore, the incident
gives the allies and associated powers
a right to reparation for the loss
caused, and in consequence a right to
proceed to such further measures as the
said powers may deem appropriate.

"Lastly, the sinking of the German
fleet ia not only a violation of the ax.
mistlre. but can only be regarded by
the allies and associated powers aa
deliberate breach in advance of the
conditions committed to Germany and
now accepted by her. Furthermore,
the Incident la not an isolated act. The

andwaa to restore constitutea another de-

liberate breach in advance of these
s.tine conditions.

Genus Cataptalata Discouraged.
"In consequence the allied a

soclated powers declare that they take
note of signal acts of bad faith and
that when the Investigations have been
completed Into all the circumstances
they will exact the necessary repara-
tions. It is evident that any repeti-
tions of acts like those must have a
very unfortunate effect upon the
future operations of the treaty which
the Germans are about to sign.

WESTERN WATERS ASSURED.

Dreadnought, IS Battleships, 11
Cruisers, 108 Torpedo Boat De

stroyers and 14 Submarines.

WASHINGTON, June 26. Final or-
ganization of the Atlantic and Pacific
fleets made public today shows tha.t
In accordance with the navy depart-
ment's announced policy a naval force
of great strength hereafter will be
maintained In the Pacific, Including a
number of the latest and most power
ful ships in the navy. Rear-Admir- al

H. P. Jones will be al of the
Atlantic fleet and al C. S.
Williams will be second in command
In the Pacific.

Headed by the flagship, the dread- -
r.aught New Mexico, the battleships in
the Pacific fleet will be as follows:
Wyoming, Arkansas, New York, Texas,
Arizona, Idaho, Mississippi, Virginia,
New Jersey, Rhode Island, Georgia,
Nebraska and Vermont.

The cruiser force of the west coast
fleet will be composed of: Seattle,
flagship; Chicago, Cleveland, Denver,
Tacoma. Marblehead, Machlas. Vicks-bur- g,

Montana. North Carolina and
Pueblo.

One hundred and eight torpedoboat
destroyers will be attached to the Pa
cific fleet, half of them on active cruis
ing duty at all times with full com
plements and the remainder in reserve
with skeleton crews. The scout cruiser
Birmingham will be flagship of the ac-
tive flotilla, with the Melville, Prairie
and Buffalo as tenders. The cruiser
Salem will be flagship of the reserve
flotilla, with the Black Hawk as ten
der.

There will be 14 submarines, mostly
of ' the latest types, attached to the
Pacific fleet, with the submarine ten
ders Savannah aid Beaver as mother
ships. Two minelayers, the Baltimore
and Aroostock; 12 minesweepers, two
hospital ships, the Comfort and Mercy:
one repair ship, the Vestal, three sup-
ply ships, seven fuel ships, a target
repair (hips, a radio repair ship and
