"feel of the hall" for a very definite
reason. His attention is so absorbed
with his clubs, his stance and tha turn
of his shoulders that he cannot attend
to the ball. Before he can give suffi-
cient attention to His ball to "feel" it.
his strokes must become in part, at
least, automatic. If he persists in thegame there is progress along well-know- n

lines. His clubs seem less cum-
bersome and his position less artificial.
Then only does he begin to realise thatthe white spot upon which his eye is
dutifully glued is a ball.
