MARKET WEAK AT CLOSE AXD
3 TO 10 POINTS LOWER.

Depression Due to Further Slump In
Foreign Exchange and Fear

of Steel Strike.

NEW YORK, Aug. 20. The more con-
fident feeling created yesterday by the
speedy settlement of the traction strike
was completely dispelled today by fresh
misgivings regarding current financial and
industrial problems. Prices were firm to
strong at the outset, but eased all around
before midday and weakened before th
close on the aosoiute demoralization which
prevailed in tna 'foreign exchange market
and growing apprehension as to the out-
come of the steel workers' strike veto.
