L'pon returning the
president and his party will come
through Gresham. circling the Mult-
nomah fair ground race track, giving
all in attendance at the fair an op-
portunity to glimpse the president.

Both President and Mrs. Wilson will

attend the luncheon given by C. S.
Jackson at the Portland hotel. Definite
word was received yesterday by Oswald
West, chairman of the reception com-!b-

mittee. that Mrs. Wilson would at
tend this function.

TRUSTY IS NOT INDICTED

Felony Charge Against Man Who
Escaped Is Not Pressed.

SALEM. Or., Sept. 12. (Special.)
l'pon instructions of Judge Percy Kelly
of the Marion county circuit court the
grand jury in session here today re-
fused to indict S. B. Wood, who es-
caped from the state penitentiary on
June 13, on a felony charge made pos-
sible under a law enacted at the last
session of the Oregon legislature. This
law provides that any person who shallescape or attempt to escape from the
state prison shall be guilty of a felony
and may be sentenced to a term in
addition to the one being served.

Ruling on a presentment of the grand
Jury. Judge Kelly held that Woods
was a trusty at the time he escaped
and did not take leave while actually
confined in the prison. Woods was cap
tured two days after he escaped and
was later returned to the penitentiary.

Woods committed to the prison
from Multnomah county to serve a term
of from two to ten years for obtaining
money under false pretenses.

RESTRICTED BENEFICIARY

SALEM Or., Sept. 12. (Special.)
Soldiers, sailors and marines wishing
to take advantage of the financial edu
cational aid law passed at the last ses
sion of the Oregon legislature are not
entitled to take correspondence courses
under the act, according to opinion
handed down by Attorney-Gener- al

Brown today.
The opinion was asked by Sam Kozer,

assistant, secretary of state, who la in
charge of the administration of the law.

State Residence Repaired..
By reason of the fact that the law

assisting soldiers, sailors and marinesto further their education Is not alto-gether clear ia its provisions and am-
biguous in Its language, it is difficult
in many cases to ascertain its exact
intent and meaning.

in a recent opinion, however, the
attorney-gener- al held that the law ap-
plies only to those honorably dis-
charged soldiers, sailors and marineswno were bona fide residents of Oregon at the time of their enlistment or
induction into the service.

Its benefits do not include those whowere residents of other states at the
lime or their enlistment, and since
enlistment and discharge have moved
to Oregon to take up their residence.
Neither are the provisions of the actopen to Oregon soldiers, sailors or ma-
rines who desire to pursue a course ofstudy In some institution outside of thestate.

Physical Attendance Necessary.
Briefly, Its benefits are availableonly to actual residents of Oregon at

the time of enlistment, who hope topursue courses of study in Oregon in-
stitutions by physical attendance
thereat.

The law, as viewed at the present
time, does not extend benefits to thosetaking correspondence courses at home.
Outside of those who are specifically
excepted from the benefits of its pro-
visions, in order to obtain the benefits
of the law, the soldiers must have been
regularly Inducted Into the service of
the United States and honorably dis-
charged therefrom.

Money Is Not Yet Available.
While the law appropriates the

equivalent of of a mill annually
on the taxable property of the state,
it was not effective until June 4. 1919,
consequently it will not be possible to
include this sum in the revenues of
the state until the next tax levy is
made by the state tax commission In
December. li19. for the fiscal year 1320,
and by reason thereof the moneys will
not become available until January
1, 1920.

After that data, however, all claims
of institutions furnishing aid under
the law since it became operative June
4, 1919, will be paid from the money
available at that time. In view of this
condition, it becomes necessary on the
part of those educational Institutions
which do not have funds to arrange
to tide them over until state moneys
are available.

SAWMILL WORKERS STRIKE

Discharge of Two for Demanding
Overtime Pay Protested.

EUREKA, Cal., Sept. 12. (Special.)
The strike has stopped almost all work
at the Hammond mill at Samoa. Only
one saw crew is at work. Sash, planer
and yard hands are out. The strikers
Include many women.

The trouble arose from the discharge
of two men who demanded time and a
half overtime. Superintendent Fenwick
said all must come back individually
on the old terms and that there will be
no collective bargaining, the strikers'
committee reported. Other mills are re
ported to have offered the strikers
work at increased pay.

PRUNE GROWERS WARNED

Careful Drying of Fruit Urged So as
to Hold Buyers to Contracts.

SALEM, Or.. Sept. 12. (Special.)
The weakened condition of the dried
fruit market will have no material ef-
fect in the sale of the Marion county
prune crop, according to Robert Fau- -
lus, manager of the Salem Fruit union.

In order to forestall any attempt on
the part of buyers to get out of con-
tracts made earlier in the year on the
pretext of imperfect fruit, Mr. Paulus
yesterday sent notices to all members
of the Oregon Fruit Growers' associ-
ation to separate carefully and dry by
themselves all cracked prunes.

PIUTE CONTROL IS NEAR

RAILWAYS ORDERED TO BEGIN

INVENTORY OF SUPPLIES.

Director-Gener- al Moves for Return
to Owners December 31 Plumb

Plan Is Condemned.

WASHINGTON. Sept. 12. Preparing
for the return of the railroads to pri-

vate control, Director-Gener- al Hines
today ordered all roads to begin an
inventory of supplies on hand as of
December 31, 1919, the date indicated
by President Wilson in his address to
congress as the termination of govern-
ment supervision.

The Plumb plan for tripartite con-

trol of the railroads under government
ownership must be buried beyond all
hope" if it is not to be made a "rally-
ing point for the nationalization of all
dustry," Edgar J Rich, transportation
counsel for the Associated Industries of
Massachusetts, declared today before
the house interstate commerce commit-
tee considering legislation for final
disposition of the railroads.

Mr. Rich, who also spoke for the
manufacturers' associations of 22 states
and the Massachusetts chamber of
commerce, said the Plumb plan, like
bolshevism, was a "perversion" of the
principles of socialism in that it would
benefit only one class and deny the
socialistic theory of the "general pub
lic good." The railroads under tne
plan, he said, would be operated "for
the benefit of the workers." while the
public would assume all risk or Joss.
