eia-ners-

. and even for the sake of the
profit to be derived from htm. French-
men are disinclined to go out of their
way to make the traveler's lot
happy one. Most Americans seem to
think that, once having conducted a

, auccessful offensive against passport
dictators at New York or Washing-
ton, their troubles In this respect are

. practically over, whereas in reality
they have Just begun.

Hindenburg line of Inquisitors at a
French port of disembarkation, the

- unfortunate voyager arriving at Paris
must repair forthwith to the prefec-
ture of police, and obtain a card
titling him to sojourn in France. This
sounds simple, and is. provided one
can talk French fluently and has
from three hours to a week to spare
In putting this through. This for-
mality accomplished, one may linger

- tranquilly In Paris, taking care, how- -
. ever, to notify the police by a per

sonal visit a matter of only a few
hours whenever one changes domi
cile.

Having solved his passport prob-
lems, the tourlsfs next preoccupation
is food and shelter. In Paris and the
larger French cities there are. of
course, plenty of good hotels, all of
which, however, are fairly bulging
with the multitudes of guests they are
trying to crowd under their rooms.
Five to eight dollars a day for a
single room Is what our innocents
abroad must be prepared to pay. with
prices for meals, laundry and the tra-
ditional "extras" on a corresponding-
ly lofty scale.

shevik rise to power in Russia bad to
do with revolution and violence, the
play of the fundamentally anarchical

'Russian spirit. It culminated in the
red terror and the bloody rule of the'
extraordinary commission which still
continues. It has touched the world's
Imagination and held Its attention.
The world has been too horrified at
the bloodiness to study the bolshevik
attempt at communism which Jay un-
derneath.

But the bolshevik devotees and fol-

lowers see only the attempt at com-
munism and ignore the bloody side.
A fig they rare for the deaths of a
few million Russian bourgeolse or the
destruction of Russian civilization.
Their interest Is centered on the in-

dustrial history of bolshevlsm.
My purpose here Is also to look at

bolshevlsm from this angle. In the
present article I Intend to confine
myself to its Industrial results. I
wish to show bolshevlsm as It looks
to lbs workiuca who livo under LLo ,

bolshevik regime and are subject to
the conditions of life brought about
by the bolshevlkl.

trlke Parnoae Rbewa.
This is the angle from which the

organized workmen of western Ku-ro- pe

have viewed bolshevlsm. They
have studied It well and have shown
plainly what they think about it. by
refusing to declare general strikes for
July 21. These strikes, inspired by
Moscow, were to take place In Great
Britain. France. Germany. Austria and
Italy. Their apparent purpose waa to
show the power of organized labor,
but the whole thing bad been so ob-
viously "maneuvered from Moscow
that the strikes would have taken
on the appearance of a demonstration

NEED
dirates tn western Europe am not
wish to do. They had no Intention ot
putting their seal of approval on

Lenine cal.s communism in
Russia. ,

The bolshevlkl needed Industrial
success counted on it. even. It was
essential to their programme of world
revolution. Proof that they failed
is Disastrous to their propaganda,
though that propaganda has cost them
300.UUO.000 roubles.

If they had succeeded In making
things go Industrially In Russia, the
"torch"lhey lighted in Petrograd two
years ago might have set the rest of
the world afire. But they did not
succeed, and all the rest of the world.
save a portion of the "proletariat
In America, knows It. Lenine is even
now trying to explain through friend
ly socialist papers in western Europe
why things did not go oetter in
Russia.

Results Are Demanded.
But. though he Is talking to a sym-

pathetic audience, which is wanting
desperately to better Its condition,
his explanations are getting the same
lack of attention that explanations of
failure always get. The hard-worki-

millions of western Europe want
results, and they do not care rrom
whom they come or over how bloody
a road they come, but they see these
results are not coming through Len-
ine. They see only that Russia Is in-

dustrially ruined and the proletariat
has taken refuge from starvation In
the villages. They know that if they
went the same road they would not
have the villages to go to. and they
would have to starve right where
they are.

Rank of Officers Without Corre
spondlng- Pay War

Experiences Recalled.

OREGONIAN NEWS BUREAU,
Washington, Oct. 6. Women nurses,
who make up the chief
organization of an army, an organiza-
tion wholly Indispensable to efficient
righting forces, have cast aside fortno time oemg all the insignia of theirprofession which marks them for pro-
tection from the enemy and haveuonnea lighting clothes.They have arrived in Wuhlnrinn In
battle array to demand that congress
pass tne jones-Kak- er bill giving then
the rank of officers without the cor
responding pay. Their plea is thatwhile America's boys fought hard to
save the country, the nurses fought
jusi as stUDDornly to save the boys.

They are receiving a lot of sympa
thy in their fight, but whether they
will obtain the legislation they seek
is a question. Many beautiful tributesare paid to their labors in France in
which they assert they were handi
capped by lack of the authority which
rank would give to them.

Miss Parsons Aids.
Miss Sara Parsons, superintendent

of the Massachusetts general hospital
nurses' school and organizer of one
of the first units to go overseas, is
here to help direct the fight. Re
ferring to the experiences during the
big drives of a year ago Miss Parsons
said:

"As our big drive Increased in in
tensity so did the pressure of work
at base 6. Instead of caring for the
normal number of 2500 patients the
unit found itself in charge of over
4000. many of them straight from the
front-lin- e emergency hospitals. The
nurses' time and vitality were taxed
to the utmost.

"Of this we were glad," said Miss
Parsons, "for we went over to serve.
But what we did object to was the
constant friction and dangerous de
lays caused by our lack of recognized
authority. Without rank or the insig
nia of rank, which alone gives recog-
nized authority in the army, we
nurses were expected to bear the
grave responsibility of seeing that the
doctors' orders were carried out by
means of untrained and constantly
shifting orderlies. These men were
enlisted men trained to obey o.'flcers
wearing rank Insignia, but not nurses
without rank or its insignia.

Dignified Status Wanted.
They all thought that one delirious

boy kept saying to his nurse, 'I don't
have to obey you. You're not an offi
cer; you're only a nurse. Picture to
yourself the difficulties of trying un-

der almost overwhelming pressure to
carry out the vital and technical de
tails of caring for dangerously
wounded men by means of untrained
orderlies who feel that you have no
authority over them. The results to
the patient were often pretty bad."

Then, too, added Miss parsons.
"rank would have given us a more
definite and dignified status with the
officers. And that would have great-
ly helped the morale of the corps.
However, though the nurses naturally
care for the dignity of their profes-
sion, their chief Interest in rank Is
for the sake of the boys.

The relations between tne ooys
and the nurses at base 6 were sis
terly, motherly, even grandmotherly.
One dying delirious boy canea nis
nurse 'Grandmother" continually and
an affectionate letter was written
young and charming nurse. Miss Mar-
garet. Reilly, at base 6 by the boys tn
her ward when they were about to
leave for home.

Nurses Cannot Forget.
And the nurses find they can never

forget those children." said Miss Par
sons earnestly. "They wish still to
serve them directly or Indirectly.
That's why they are working for rank
for the army nurse corps."

One of the wounded soldiers at
Walter Reed hospital, this city, has
paid this tribute to the nurses:

"Our nurses pulled us through
They were the bright light we saw
when we got out of battle. They
brought back to our minds what we
had gone In for."
