SUGAR IS PREVENTED

Price Limit Is Set at 10 Cents

Wholesale.

Have Been Withholding Products
TUntil Market Is Stabilized.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 20.—Steps to
prevent an abnoermal increase In the
price of sugar because of the existing
shortage were taken today by the de-
partment of justice.

Attorney-General Palmer notified
beat sugar reflners who have been
withholding their prodficts from the
market until tha price situation be-
came stabllized, that the Unitad States
sugar equalization board had deter-
mined that 10 cents waas a fair price
to be charged the wholesalers and
that any charge in excess of that
amount would be regarded as viola-
tion of the food control act.

Refiners ware asked to telegraph
tkeir concurrence in this price, which
would mean that they would put thelr
supply on the market immediately.

Telegram Made Fublic,

The price to the wholesaler here-
toforea has been § cernts Retajlers
have been allowed to charge 11 cents
a pound for controlled sugar under
the old pricea, It is assumed that
the neéew retail Incroase wounld be not
greater than the wholesale advance.

Attorney-Generil Palmer made pub-
lic the following telegram sent to best
sugar refiners:

“After thorough investigation by
the duly recogniszed authoritles on
sugar, the Dnited States Sugar Equal-
ization board has notified the depart-
ment of justice of the following facts:

“'As a considerable part of the
country generally supplied at this
time of the yvear with beet SUgAr may
be embarrassed because of the beet
sugar factories” fallure to sell beet
sugar as produced and this conditlon
in turn |s Que to the uncertainty re-
garding price. our judgment s that
ne higher price than 10 ceats cash,
less 2 pér cent seaboard basis, |s jus-
tifled and we hope that you will de-
cide at once to begin marketing your
sugar on this basls and relleve the
very serious situation.

NATION INFESTED BY
BOND “BUNCO MEN

Warning Against Radical
Speculation Sounded.

WAVE SPREADING RAPIDLY

Bankers Predict Mortgage Machin-
ery WIil Be Inadequate to Han-
dle Buillding Development.

&T. LOUIS, Oct 50.—A warning
agalinst radical speculation was
founded at the convention of the In-
veltment Bankers' association of
Ameries, which opened here today,
Thousands of “saleamen”™ are cafi-
vasaing the country dispensing spu-
rious stocks and bonds, the bankers
asgorted, and a wave of speculation,
usually noted after n war, {# spread-
ing nver the country.
Williamn G. Baker, Jr., of BHaltl-
more, prasident of the association,
compared the sltuation with the
spaculation eraze which followed the
Franco-Prussian war and in which
many residents of Germany were
made paupoers =

Building Boom Expected.
There i a retarded bullding de-
velopment extending over practically
all of the United States, which, when
under way, will tax the ecapacity of
existing mortgage machinery to the
utmost, according to thes report of
the real estate sacurities commitieas
at the convention of the Investment
Bankers' association tonlght.
Aside from thils, continues the re-
port, & considerabla portion of many
of our oltles, notabiy New York. wil
practically have to be rebulit in the
