WORK DUE IN JANUARY

List ot Enumerators for Portland
Is Approved in Message

From Washington.

Names of those who will take the
census for the city of Portland the
first two weeks of January were an-
nounced yesterday by William I. Ben-
nett, supervisor for this district.

Japanese, Chinese and Jewish
are to be supplied. Special solicitors
have also been provided for the county
poor farm and the city smallpox hos-
pital.
