Sales already transacted and
Inquirtes received since the sales and
supply division took over the task
of disposing of the wooden vessels
Ieft unfinizhed by the cancellation
order following the armistice lead of-
ficers of this division to predict that
the entire fleet will be disposed of to
private Interests before the end of
the coming year.

Six Vessels Sold.

Bix of the vessels already have been
moid and negotiations are under way
Tor a number of others. To date San
Francisco operators have bought four
of the wvessals, nll barkentines. The
Apama, Cremn and Nakoni were taken
by tha Paclfie Frelghtera company
and the Koosawin wns purchased by
the Charles Nelson company.

The hull Areturus, one of the
Hough ships remaining =t Portland,
was taken over by the Brooks-Scan-
Jon Lumber company and B, S, Hough,
designer of this type of vessel. The
hull of the Deleo was sold to the
Sommarstrom Shipbullding company,
which constructed the vessel, It s
the intention of the company to com-
plote the Delco us a five-masted bark-
entine.

with a cargo of flour.

Remaining flour ecarriera for De-
cember are the steamers Diablo and
Manham, both now loading at Port-
land. It §s a wsignificant fact that
neither of these vessels was bullt
here. The Dliablo cama hers from
San Francisco and the Manham from
Seattle. If ships are to be sent here
from other Paclfic poris in this man-
ner to take cargoes from Portland,
the control of the grain corporstion
ovar flour shipments will continus
to be felt until the last of the ship-
ping board vessels has salled from
this coast.
