TRENTON, N, J, Jan. 20,—Edward
I. Edwards, former state senator, was
inaugurated at noon today as the
firet democratic governor of New Jer-
sey since Woodrow Wilson retired to
become presidont Mr. Edwards, who
was elected a wet platform. in his
inaugural address, urged the repub-
lican-controlled Jegislature not to
ratify the federal prohibition amend-
ment.

Soon after the inaugural csremony
a prohibition enforcement bill de-
signed to conform with Governor Ed-
wards' contention that the several
states have concurrent power to leg-

ate upon the enforcement of the
4 eral prolibition amendment. was
introduced in the assembly. The
measure defines “intoxicating lqguors”
as those in excess of 4 per cent alco-

ile content.
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
