BEATTLE, Wash, Feb, 12.—An at-
tack upon the democratic adminlstra-
tion was dalivered by Governor Sam-
wel MoKelvle, Nebraska, speaking &t
a republican Lincoln day benquet here
tonight.

Speaking on the cost of llving ques-
tion, Governor McKelvie declared that
instead of doing things to contribuls
* to lowering the cost, the democratia
party has done things bound to in-
creasa It

“Inflation of the ocurrency, les-
pened production, governmental wasio
and staving of the operation of the
supply and demand” he
echarged to the party In power.

“We have been led far afleld from
the priginal purposes of governmenl
for and by the people.” ha sald. “The
demoeratle party has advocated a
liberallsm that has encouraged a dis-
regard for our institutions of govern-
ment.™

Restored Confidenee Needo

‘““The part that the government may
properly play in industry s to restore
confidenes between capital and labor
and safeguird the interests of the
publiec when disputes arise betweén
the two. There néver xhould be a
recurrence of the demorulizing ef-
foots of labor troubles like those that
kave marked the democratic adminia-
tration, These differences =hould be
adjudicated in unprejudiced courts of
arbitration and thus avold the bane-
ful existence of strikes and lockouts.”

Europe Will Recover, Is Hous-
ton’s Declaration.

HELP TO U. S. RECALLED

Depression in Foreign Nations Is

Compared to Situation Once
Existing In America.

WASBHINGTON, Feb. 12— Confi-
dence that Burope's monetary probe
lems will be settled satisfactorily ‘was
expressed today by Sectetary Houston
In a review of the interniational
finanaldl ‘situation.

This country la constantly furniah-
ing Europe capltal with which fo re-
construct the ecomomic lfe of na-
tiony there, sald Mr. Houston, expialin-
ing that advances are bheing mades in
the same way that Burope aided this
country In time of depression in the
past, not by government loans 50
much as by Indirect methods, such ns
private loans, sale of surplus army
equipment and the absorption of high-
grade Investment securities offered
in markats here by Furopean holders,

The secretary estimated that Eu-
rope had reosived approximately §4.-
000,000,000 from this country wince
tha armistice wis zigned.

The powsition of the Unlted States
treasiry was snid by the secratary to
be very strong and on Monday tha
last [ssue of “loan” certificates of in-
debtedness, about §60,000,000, will he
redoemed. loaving no ouistanding
floating loan in the sonse of short
term certificates requiring to be re-
funded at maturity. Tax certificates
outstanding amount to $2,085.0845500,
all of which will be pald by forth-
coming income and profits tuxes

Altogethér, Secretary Houston falled
to agree with the pessimistic yiew of
some public men, who forecast a
finaneinl erash and asserted that
while thera are many diffloulties stild
to be overcome there wie nothing in
the situation to be regarded as ex-
tremely grave,

Cut Id Expenditure Cited,

Secretary Houston's statement
lows In part: -

“The rapld reduction of govern-
ment expenditure and realization of
the surplus stooks accumuiated for
war purposes have been Important
faectors in making possible the reduc-
tlon of the [floating debt and tha
gross debt of the government in the
Inst five months,

“The result of the elimination of
loan certificates and the great reduc-
tion In the floating debt and gross
debt have bhoth been contributed to
by the application to the payment of
loan certificates of an important part
of the balance [n the general fund.
which it had been necessary to re-
taln at a high figure a8 long as the
loan certificates were outstanding in
ordér to provide for these freéquent

fol-

maturities and which it was possible |

to reddce greatly in comnection with
their retirement.

Further Borrowing Expected.

“Although the treasury will, eof
course, be obliged to borrow from
time to tima to meet the curpent de-
ficlt (which In January amounted to
Jess than $93,000,000) In the Intervals
between Income and profits tax in-
stallment payvments and the current
requirements of the war finance cor-
poration, the Tact that the treasury
has no uncovered maturities Is.of im-
manse imporfance, B6 long #na thoe
treasury had certificates of indebted-
nefs muturing In very large amounts
and on dotep when It could only pro-
vide the funds to meet them by [rash
borrowings, Its position might under
certaln clrecumstances have become
embarrassing (though It never d4id)
and It wnas consequently impossible
for the federaul reserve board to ox-
art any effective vontrol over credit.

Absosption Is Forecast.

*“The position of the treasury to-
day and the future of the market for
the outstanding issunes of libarty
bonds and victory notes s vary bright.
The ‘whole colar of the picture would,
of ocourse, be changed If congross
ghould embark upon new expenditures
on & large scale.

“The whole problem today !s that
of givihg the people time and will to
sive caplinl sufficlent to enable tham
to absorb part of the war lssues
which fs still owned or loaned gpon

by bank® and as well the flood of
ssourities whieh are belng pressed
upon our markets Tfrom foreign

sources jn conssquence of the extreme
depression {n European exchanges

“In that eonnectlom 1t j= interesting
to observe that the depression In
high-grade invesiment socurities In
this country at the present time s to
A vary important exitent the rasult of
heavy selling of such securities In
our markets from forsign sources.

Capital Furnished Harope.

“This, as Secretary Glass sald in
his annual report, is one of the proc-
esges which is stimulated by the very
position of the exchanges which It
tonds to correct. By absorbing these
high-grade Invegtment securities, the
American people sre furnishing capl-
tal to Europe at a time of Europe's
needs and are glving this help in
just the way that Europa helped
America In the period of America's
growith and of her own monetary
troublen.

“In the days of the infancy of the
republic, In the diys of our Civil war
and of the period of reconstruction
after the Civil war, of the monetary
panics which we suffered at frequent
intervals untll the establishment of
our federal reserve syslem, America
suffered greatly for lack of cupltal
and credit and because of heér de-
preciated currency and, later, her in-
elastic currency.

Ald to Ameriea Recalled.

“In those days Europe came to
Amerlea’s ald, not by government
loans, not with any comprehonsive
plan, but by the investment of pri-
vate cnpital upon attractive terms In
Amerienn entarprises and in the pur-
chase of American securities at bar-
galn prices. Europe profited enor-
mously by these Ivestments, and
Amerion profited, too, bécause she ob-
tained the capital ghe needod at the
price that the capital was worth to
her. Honest and energetic business
men in both countries went to work
in thelr own way and solved the prob-
l¢ms on business terms

Yot In those days Europs was far
better able to meet the relatively
small demand of Amerlca than Is
America now, burdened as she Is by
government expenditures sinoe the
berinning of the war to the aggre-
gate amount of about 3$36.700,000,000,
to meet the stupendous demuands of

Lurope today.
