Blame for the death of A. K. Bilaney,
who was kilied Monday while board=~
ing a strest car at Grand and Haw-
thorne avenues, was last night fixed
on A. R. Hudwell of Sal€ém, whose
automoblle struck Mr. Blaney, only In
so far as Hudwell was a new and in-
experienced driver, The jurors found
“that the accldent could easily have
been avolded had A. R. Hudwell been
& competent automabile driver.”

There was no further finding or
recommendation as to Mr. Hudwell,
but the jurors exonerated the street
cur employes from any blame for the
fatality. Several witnesses testified
at the hearing, held before County
Coroner Smith, among them L. D.
Coulter, D. J. Cole, C. C. Hurley, Ros-
coe L. Cunningham and Thomas W,
Crais.

All but Cole testiflied thatl the driver
had heen golng at not more than
glx milas an hour. Hudwell explained
that he did not see Mr. Bilaney un-
til almost on top of him, a®x he wux
dragging from the rear steps of =
Bridge-Transfer car and that he could
not veer out around the street car
on: account of other traffie In the
streot.

Witnessexr agreed that Mr. Blaney.
who was 7% years old, had not run
after the car until it started and
that the molorman could not stop
any qulcker than he had after the
emargency signul was given. The
auto apparently struck him instead of
the street car itself, as the old man
wae being kept from falling off the
step by Cole and Conductor "Cralg,
each of whom had grabbed him.
