PROPAGANDA UISED
FOR TITLE BATTLE

‘Dempsey-Miske Mill Gets Ar-

tificial Stimulus.

INTEREST FOUND LAGGING

Public Has Notion That Challenger
Posscsses Little Chance and
Falls to Warm Up.

Billy Miske remarks that he ex-
pects he will have a tough fight when
he gets into the ring with the world's
champlon heavyweight boxer, Jack
Dempsey, next Monday st Benton
Harbor. Doubjless there are thou-
sands of boxing fans all over the
ceountry who agres with him. Like-
wise these same fans are expressing
the apinlon that Bllly doesn’t yet ap-
preciate just how tough It 1s golng to
be. The majarity of them scem Lo
think it will be just as tough as it
can be.

But no matter what the fans think,
thers never was a proposed battle In
ths history of purilism in which both
the principals did not expect to be
returned the victor. However much,
in his heart, a boxer might think he
had no chanecs of winning against his
opponent, ha certainly would not nd-
mit of such a possibility. Such an ad-
miasion at once would kill the bout as
daad na a doornall

FPropaganda Uscd for Interest.

Furthermore, any bager who
thouxght he had no chance of winning
doubtless would lose, as it would in-
dicate an utter Inck of confidence in
himnelf, and confidence—not overcon-
fidence—is half the battle. Whether
a boxer assumes this confidence or it
is genuine is something the public ia
unable te determine.

Thére are two classes of fights in
which & champlon can participate, In
the first clazs one filnds no need for
any artificial stimulus to awalen the
interest. Such fights as thoss hetween
Jeffries and Johnson and Dempsey and
Willard are examples of this.

The Miske-Dempaey battle
rated as of the other class, wherein
it is found necessary to issue propa-
ganda in order to arouse the intarast,
The public has its preconceived notion
that Miske has little chance against
the champion. The effort {5 made to
change this opinion, A battle between
the negro, Willa, who knocked out
Fulton, and Dempsey would « Ti-
quire as much of this propaganda, for,
whila the majority of fans doubtieas
would back the champion to win out,
the fact that both them had
knocked out Fulton would, of itself,
Elve such a bout an interesting twist

Miske May Surprise Fans,

But the unexpected always is likely
to occur. There are few who gave
Jim Corbett a chance to vangulish the
gladiator, John L. Sallivan, but the
slim bank clerk turned the trick, so
thers is always the possibility that
Dempsey m be the one to find the
baltie ag: Miske a tough one.
