PAPER MAKING PLANNED

DEVELOPMENT OF ALASKAN
RESOURCES INVESTIGATED.

District Engineer of Forest Service
Returns From Trip to North-
ern Terrltory.

Development of paper manufacture
in Alaska is now one of the chief
aime toward which the forest service
Ils working, according td Philip H.
Dater, district engineer of the forest
service, who racently returned from

& iwo-months trip to southeastern

Alaska. The object of the trip, which
he made In company with C. A. Lord,
engineer with the forest mervice de-
partment here, was to make a pre-
liminary survey of a typical water-
power slte for a paper manufactur-
ing plant.

Much local Interest in paper manu-
facturing is developing In Alaska and
It Is probable Alaskan capital will
finance the bullding of a plant soon,
Mr. Dater says. Many eastern In-
quirles on opportunities for paper
manufacture in Alaska are also com
ing In and soma have had investi-
gators on the ground. The first pulp
from Alagkan timber will be turned
out within the next few months when
the plant of the Alaska Pulp & Paper
company, now bullding on the Speel
river, will be ready for operation.

On_ the trip Mr. Dater Inspected the
roads and trails now under construc-
titn by the forest service. About 35
miles of road Is being bullt by the
forest service thers this year In ad-
ditlon to opening up trails to some
of the larger lakes and power Ssttes.
The territorial road commisslon s
co-opernting In the bullding of rock
roads, many of which tap mining re-
glons or open up country for tourinst
travel.
