Three Weeks' Voyage to California

Few Berths Vacant.

Advices were received last night
from Lieutenant Adoiph Bloom of the

States destroyer Renshaw would ar-

rive in Portland harbor early on the
morninsr of Saturday, - November 20.

for the naval reserve force, will
muster 'his reservists on board im-

mediately upon arrival, as quick dis-
patch is desired by the navy depart-
ment.

The Renshaw will leave for a three
weeks' cruise to San Francisco and
southern California ports, giving the
naval reserve officers and crew train-
ing in seamanship, navigation, gun-
nery and naval routine. Although
many of the reservists throughout
Oregon have requested berths for the
cruise, there are still a few vacancies,
and Portland men who haye not al-

ready taken advantage of former
cruises this year will be allowed to
volunteer for the trip up to Monday
evening, November 15.

Regular navy pay, including the re-
cent increase, will be given. Men liv-
ing in Oregon outside of Portland will
be paid the fare to and from this city
to their homes.

CONSCIOUSNESS OF AMERICA
IS DECLARED TO LAG.

Dr.. Parsons Tells Members of City
Club European States Lead In

Their Welfare Progress.

by Dr. P. A. Parsons, director of the
Portland school of social work, at the
City club luncheon yesterday at the
Benson hotel.

Dr. Parsons said that the social
consciousness of the American peo-
ple is developing slowly and that
many of the European states have
outstripped America in the matter of
social legislation. He stated that
America began Its programme of so-

cial work backwards by attacking the
most conspicuous evils first.

The speaker reviewed the progress
of social work, from the days when
It was more or less a hit or miss
process, to today, when the problem
Is to strike at the underlying causes,
the root of social Ills. Social legisla-
tion is now being developed to fur-
nish remedies.

Dr. Parsons discussed the present
methods of training social workers
and giving them field work in addi-
tion to theoretical training. Tn this
connection, he told something of the
aims of the Portland school of social
work.

Mayor Baker spoke at the request
of the Woman's Christicn Temperance
Union on the need for the farm home,
now being planned for dependent
children by the union.

H. W. STONE RETURNS FROM
ST. LOUIS MEETING.

Association Schools Reported to
Show Growth in Enrollment

- Over 102 0.

H. W. .Stone, general secretary of
the Portland Young Men's Christian
association, returned yesterday from
St. Louis, where he attended a meet-
ing of the board of governors of the
united Young Men's Christian associa-
tion schools of the United States. Mr.
Stone said the outstanding feature of
the conference was the rapid growth
in the educational movement and the
expansion in equipment and number
of students of association schools.

'It was shown that the association
schools grew in enrollment from 81,-8-

students in 191S to 107,015 in
1920," stated Mr. Stone. "The largest
growth was in equipment, which has
increased in value more than five
times In two years. Schools of the as-
sociation now have equipment valued
at $1,330,140. There is a marked
tendency for specializing in all lines
in all parts of our country. The study
and practice of accounting is an ex-
ample. Advertising is attracting large
numbers of students and the growth
of automobile schools has been mar-
velous.

"There has been a big gain since
the close of the war in the publishing
of textbooks. Many new and im-
portant commissions have vbeen
created. At the present time there
are more than 200 different courses."

Mr. Stone observed that the Amer
icanization movement, which is. being
carried on vigorously in cities where
a large portion of the population is
foreign-bor- n, is gainly rapidly, and
praised the work in Portland, where
volunteer instructors are imparting
instructions in citizenship.
