New York Takes Steps to Put
Stop to Crime Wave.

ALL SUSPECTS SEARCHED

Policemen Not Allowed to Take
Half Hour for Meals and All
Courts Clear Calendars,

NEW YORK. Dec, 20—The most
sweeping roundup of crooks and sus- |
picious characters in the history of
New York was made today by the
city's police force of 11,000, aug-
mented by 4800 reseyves, In an ef-
fort to stem the wave of crime that
startled the metropolls last week.
More than 150 persons wera caught
in the dragnet last night.

During the day, amid numerous
robharies, was listed on police records
another murder by gunmen, who in=
vaded tha Seaman's misaion on the
waterfront and shot and killed one
man while stealing $400.

Suspects to Be Searched.

But at the rolicall in police stationa
this afternoon were read two orders
that Indicated Commissioner Enright
intends to push the roundup to the
Jimit.

The first command was for patrol-
men to stop and question all pedes-
trians found between midnight and
dawn on unfrequented streets and if
thelr actions arouse suspiclon, to
search them for firearms.

The eecond revoked permission for
pollcamen to take half an hour for
meals while on duty.

Revocation of the meal hour per-
mission came after the board of estl-
mate had postponed until tomorrow
further consideration of a request
by Commissioner Enright for nearly
500 more pollcemen.

Courts Lend Assistance.

Meanwhile, eriminal courts cleared
thelr calendars for actlon against
robber bands. All cases against burg-
lars and highwaymen were advanced
and heavy penaltles Inflicted In cases
whars they. wers found gullty.
