. Three Places.

15 CIVILIANS ARE KILLED

Inhabitants of Countryside in
Terror Flee From Homes.
Peace Far OIf.

JDUBLIN, Dec. 21.—(Bry the Assocl-
ated Press.)—Heavy fighting has tak-
en place bstween large forces of
civilians on one side and soldiers and
police on the other, In the sezction
lying between Callan, County Kil-
kenny, and Glenbower, County Tip-
Perary.

The military and police were am-
bushed st not less than three differ-
ent places yesterday and numearous
casoalties resulted on both sides
These [necluded Sergeant Waish, R. I
C., killed; some soldlers, number un-
known, killed; 10 or 15 civilinns killed
and Sergeant Shannon and peveral
saldiers wounded. About 30 civilians
were wounded or captured.

One Soldier Wounded.

An official communication |ssued by
general headquarters tonight estimat-
ed the casualties among the attack-
Ing forces at 16 and gives the military
cnsunltics A8 one private severaly
wounded, No police casuaities are
mentioned The statement says that
the detalils are still in doubt and that
no Information has vet been received
regarding the ambush of police rein-
foazcements from Clonmel,

‘Inhabitants of the countryside are
in a state of terror and many are
flaeing from their homes,

Ambushers Escape Unscathed.

The first conflict occurred early In
the day at the foot of Seivenamom
hill. After a sharp fight, tha mili-
tary lorry got through and sent a
message to Callan for relnforcements,
In | this instance it Is belieaved the
ambushers escaped unscathed.

Reinforcements of Royal Irish con-
stabulary and soldiers left Callan late
in the afternoon and when about two
miles out ran Into another ambush
near Carrickgricken, the eari of
Ossery’s shooting lodge. At the first
valley from the ambushing party the
soldiers and police dismounted from
the lorry and spread out and a brisk
fight ensued, the firing being intense
&t times.

‘ Lorry Target for Bullet Hall
The fighting was still In progress
when County Inspector Whi'te of Kll-
kenny with a dozen men of the con-
stabulary dashed up on another lorry,
running into the thick of it. It was
now becoming dark and the police
lorry was subjected to a veritable hail
of bullets. It was riddled and Ser-
gseant Walsh was shot through the
head, dying instantly.

Shannon recelved wounds in the head
and arms. The battle was very flerce.
Distriot Inspector Haynham had a
narrow escape, hls rifle belng shat-
tered in his hand.

At about the same time reinforce-
ments from Clonmel were attacked
near Gilen Bower, where the biggest
battle of the day occurred.

Santence was passad on Haggerty
yesterday by Federal Judge Bean,
after he pleaded gullty to sending
fraudulent advertising matter through
the Unlted States malls, The ofl
stove, according to printed circulars
distributed by Haggertly, would give
forth the same heat for 42 gallons of
erude oil at 6 cents a gallon-as that
Benerited by & ton of coal burning in
a furnace.

Haggerty maintained that the ad-
vertising agency which prepared the
girculars was at fault,

According to his counsel, Haggerty
serwed with the Rough Riders under
Cojonel Roosevelt during the Spanish-
American war, and- lost two sons in
the world war. He organized and op-
erated the United States Crude 0Ol
& Water Burner company with officea
at 322 East Clay atreet, for the pur-
pose of marketing his Invention.

An |pdictment against him was re-
turned October 21, but he was brought
back to Portiand only recently from
Springfield, Mo., where he Is repogted
to have served a 60-day sentence for

rsonating a federal geclogist.

Ha had just re-
turned from & trip through the Medi-
teranean countries and the marshal
did not know until he learned of the
death that the aviator was back In
Washington.

The aviator was known In Portland
as he had visited here In 1916, He
was 28 years of age and unmarried.
Before the war, while his father ware
chairman of the merchan!t marine
committes, his son acted as s clerk
for this departmeént. He enlisted In
the aviation service early In the war
and was stationed in Texas, Oklahoma
and New Jersey training ocamps.
After the armlistice, 88 he had been
an attorney. he joined the law staff
of the United States shipping board
and specialized in the reorganization
act passed by the last congress. In
recognition of services rendered iIn
this branch of his work, his salary
was Increased and he wag sent to
Europe to make a study of conditlons
on the Mediterranean sea for the
government,

Marshirl Alexander last Wednesday
received a postal card from his
brother from Italy and had thought
him still in that country until news
of hils death came.
