Crops Unusually' Good and
Rehabilitation Rapid.

COAL SUPPLY PLENTIFUL

Conflict With Turk Nationalists
and What Is to Be Done as to

Reparations Troublesome.

PARIS. Bee 29. (By the Associated
Press.) While the French people
have their worries, yet they will be-

gin the new year Immensely more
confident than they began 1920 be-

cause of the extraordinarily sood
crops, progress in restoring the
ruined departments of the north, s
plentiful supply of coal and the pros-
pect a year hence of having-- the per-

iod or military service reduced from
three years to 18 months.

Two foreign questions are likely
to give constant concern to the gov-
ernment throughout the coming year.
They are the payment of reparations
by Germany, and the war with Turk-
ish nationalists over the Syrian and
Ciliclan mandates. Then, also, there
are the large general questions of the
future of the Versailles peace treaty,
the league of nations and the many
Issues growing out of the peace con-

ference, in all of which France has
a very concern in what the
coming year may bring forth.

Reparation Pact Expected.
The German attitude at the Brus-

sels conference which will be re
sumed January 10, gives rise to the
expectation that an agreement on
reparations is possible early,, in the
spring, fixing the total sum and the
manner of payment.

There will be a period of anxiety
after the decision until it can be
seen whether Germany will pay the
installments agreed upon. It proba
bly will take a year or more to De

termine this; consequently the French
army will be maintained near its
present strength of 840,000, of whom
700.000 are whites and the others
colonials.

France's Turkish mandates will be
discussed by the French. British and
Italian prime ministers as a part of
the whole near-ea- st question at a
meeting early in January. France
now has about 70,000 troops in Tur-
key.

Optimism Declared Greater.
' The advance France has made In

reconstruction, her wheat crop, which
reduces buying abroad by 2,000,000,-00- 0

francs, and the continued confi-
dence of French investors, as shown
by the unprecedented success of the
last loan, are considered as Justify-
ing a greater optimism concerning
the financial and economic situation
than is held at present. "

The struggle over the high cost of
living receives a large share of pub-
lic attention. Resistance of merchants
and manufacturers to consumers' de-
mands for lower prices has resulted
in something like a deadlock. The
buyers abstain from making pur-
chases because they feel that war
prices should no longer be asked.

The merchants, habituated to large
profits, refuse to reduce them. Con.
equently prices remain high and

buyers are scarce. Meantime the
banks are impatient under repeated
demands from large holders of mer-
chandise for renewals of their secur-
ities.

Unemployment on Increase.
The new year opens with unem-

ployment increasing daily. It has
been causing much concern since
October and now has reached a vol-
ume which officials agree calls for
Immediate effective measures. Three
hundred thousands workers now are
idle in France, nearly 100,000 of whom
are in Paris, according to figures an-
nounced by the minister of public
works.

The metal industries, the leather
trade, manufacture of textiles and
clothing and automobiles were the
first to suffer in northern France,
the Loire valley and Paris and vicin-
ity. Recently the 6ilk industry be-

came affected and there are S001
workers idle at Lyons alone, while
the perfumery distilleries around
Paris are working three dayt a week.

Some of the large department store;
In Paris have asked for extended
credits. The industry suffering most
is the leather trade, nearly half the
hands ordinarily employed being out
of work. Fight thousand shoemakers
at Limoges alone are idle.

The question of unemployment Is
being considered by the cabinet and
will be debated in the chamber of
deputies.

Grand Jury Charges Bonds Pur
Above Market Value and

$1,000,000 Made on Deal..

NEW YORK, Dec.
were returned today against Eugene
M. Travis, state comptroller, James A.
Wendell, comptroller-elec- t, and Al
bert L. Judson, wealthy dealer in
securities, charging them with grand
larceny and fraudulently auditing the
comptroller's books.

38 BANKS IN CITY AREA

State Superintendent's Headquar-
ters May Be Moved Here..

SALEM, Or., Dec t9. (Special.)
Reports reaching the state capitol
during the last few days indicate

that an effort wil be made at the
next session of the legislature to
move the headquarters of the state
superintendent of banks to Portland.
Figures and other data obtained by
legislators interested in the proposal
show that 88 banks under the juris-
diction of the state banking superin-
tendent are located in what is known
as the Portland territory and that
the resources of these institutions
exceed half the total resources, of all
banks in Oregon.

It Is argued, that by moving the
banking department to Portland It
would be more accessible to eastern
Oregon and Columbia river points
than at the present time. It was said
here today that the bill providing for
the removal of the state superintend-
ent of banks to Portland was being
drafted and would be ready to sub-
mit for the consideration of the legis-
lature early in the 1921 session.

BIG PR01ECT PROPOSED

Two Applications for Power Per- -
1 mits in Oregon Are Filed.
Two applications for permits to de

velop water power in the state aggre-
gating 3S5, 000 horse power have been
filed with the federal Dower commis
sion at Washington, D. "C, according
to advices received by Harry E.
Laughlin, chief of the Portland field
division of the general land office.

The commission reported that on
December 18, of this year 129 applica
tions for permits under the federal
water power act were on file. More
than twelve million horse power will
be developed if the plans of the rs

in each case are carried into
operation.

The projects now under application
range all the way from a small ten-hor- se

power plant for a colony of
summer cottages in the Wyoming
mountains to the tremendous project
unaer consideration on the Colorado
river in Utah and Arizona which in
volves the storage of the waters of
the upper Colorado and its tributaries
in a huge reservoir and the ultimate
development of more than three mil
lion horse power by using these wa
ters through a total drop of 2650
feet.

concrete poultry an dressed beef
market on Front street, as the first
unit of the proposed waterfront de-
velopment plan, advanced some
months ago by City Engineer Laur-gaar- d,

will be urged by poultry deal
ers of Front street at a conference
to be held next Monday afternoon,
with City Commissioner Mann and
city health bureau officials.

The plan is offered as a solution fof
the present trouble between the deal-
ers and the health bureau because
of the unhealthy stench which results
from the slaughtering of poultry on
Front street The cost of the project.
it is said, would be recovered by the
city through the collection of rents
from the dealers who would utilize
the plant. '

Resolution Indorsing Changes in
Law Tabled.

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IWISIBLE LIGHT IS

TD BE USED IH WMB

American Scientists Devise
New Method of Signaling.

DETECTOR IS REQUIRED

Landing Fields and Enemy Lines

Could Be Illuminated, but
Foe Could Not See It.

CHICAGO, Dee. 29. Development
of a "chemical dye" through which
rays of ordinarily invisible light
could be seen and which the discov-
erer said would prove of great help
in warfare was explained tonight by
Professor Robert W. Wood of Johns
Hopkins university in an address be-

fore the convention of the American
Association for the Advancement of
Science.

Professor Wood demonstrated a
machine of his own Invention which
produced ultra violet rays invisible
to the naked eye. His audience then
viewed the rays through a wide- -
angle telescope device which caused
them to become visible and to take
on a phosphorescent appearance.

These rays and the detecting device
were the result of the war. Professor
Wood said, the government asking a
group of scientists to produce a light
which would be visible to those who
knew of it but would be Invisible to
the enemy.. The discovery was made
shortly after the armistice, the
speaker said, explaining that It would
be used primarily in signaling but
probably could be developed into
many other uses.- -

Planes Could Use? Device.
Either airplane, battleships or land

forces could use it for signaling, he
said. Also it could be used on avia-
tion feilds for night landing of air-
planes. It would point out the land-
ing field, but would be visible only
to the planes equipped with the de-
tector.

Its uses are virtually unlimited in
war, for, by protecting the detector,
the enemy could not possibly see the
signals and consequently could not is
any way decode them.

Results of the first successful ex-
periments on an astronomical device
at the Mount Wilson, Cal., observa-
tory revealing that certain remote
stars in the firmament are many
thousand times larger In size than
astronomers had ever surmissed, was
discussed today by Professor A. A.
Michelson, noted scientist of the Uni-v- f

rsity of Chicago, who perfected the
device. .

Under the direction of Professor
Michelson, astronomical experts have
just computed the diameter of Alpha
Orlonus, one of the stars in the con
stellation of Orion.

The orb is found to be 300,000.000
miles in diameter, approximately 300
times the sun's diameter. Its volume
is 27,000,000 times as great as the
sun. The sun being almost a million
times as large as the earth, this
planet seems most insignificant in
comparison with alpha Orionus.

Nobel Prise Is Held.
Professor Michelson received the

Noble prize In physics 13 years ago
His device used in calculating the
diameter of Alpha Orionus is briefly
described as follows:

The mirror of an eight-fo- ot re-
flecting telescope is obscured by an
opaque cap with two slits adjustable
in width and distance apart. When
the instrument is focused on a star,
Instead of an image of a star there
appears a series of interference bands
arranged at equal distances apart and
parallel to the two slits. When the
slits are properly adjusted a distance
is finally attained between them at
which the fringes disappear.

The angle of the subtended star
is obtained by a simple formula and
when the angle and the distance of
the star from the earth are known
the diameter of the star can be easily
determined.

The device was perfected last sum
mer and taken to California by Pro-
fessor Michelson and its secret was
carefully guarded until today. On
Tuesday the success of the device was
telegraphed to the professor. The
device is accurate to within .0001 of

second of longitude, or apuroxi- -
mately the angle subtended by the
head of a pin, at a distance of 1000
miles.

Ice Age Again Possible. -

A succession of such eruptions as
that of the oMunt Katmai volcanic
eruption in Alaska in June, 1912,
would plunge the earth into anothei
ice age by reducing the sun's tem
perature to a low desrree on earth,
Dr. Robert F. Griggs declared last
right. Dr. Griggs headed the Na-

tional Geographic society's expedi-
tion to Mount Katmai.
