SAILORS RENEW DEMANDS

COOKS AND STEWARDS  JOIN
SEAMEN AND FIREMEN.

Difficulties Between Owners and
Employes Are Declared to Be
Bigger Than Ever.

NEW YORK, April 20.—Difficulties
between steamship owners here and
their employes In negotiating a con-
tract to supersede that.edpiring May 1
assumed bronder scope today when
the cooks” and stewards® unlons joined
the seamen and firemen in laying
down condlitions for the new contract,

These four groups joined in demand-
ing enforcement of the Lafollette
seamen’s law, abolition of the ship-
ping board's recrulting zervice, and
| precedence of the question of prefer-
ence to union men over wage scales
in negotiating the working agree-
ment.

Conferencezs of the ship owners
have resuited {n a declaration for a
26 per cent wage reductlon.
Provisions of the Lafollette law,
which the union leaders alleged were
being viclated, include the require-
mment that 78 per cent of the men
must speak the languages of & given
ship's officers; that foreign ships en-
tering American ports maintaln life-
boat equipment and crews' quarters
on a '‘parity with American ships, and
that 756 per cent of the deck force of
American vessals have able seamen’s
ratings.

The sea service bureau of the ship-
ping board was started during the
war to recrult men for Amercan
ships. The unions alleged this service
was malntalned in opposition to their
own recrulting agencies.

The owners have declined to con-ﬂ
sider these demands on the groundyg
that they have no authority over gove
ernment agenclas.

GHARTER FOR FOUR-
MORE SHIP3 CLOSED

Wheat and Flour Gal:goes Will
Be Loaded Here.

EXPORTS ARE INCREASING

Seventicen Steam and Motor Craft
Listed for Portland Grain Trade
Between Now and June.,

Charters for four additlonal steam-
ers (o carry wheat or flour, or both,
from Portland during the remalnder
of April or early in May, were an-
nounced yesterday. Two shipping
vassela and one British steamer are
Ipcluded for Europeaa losding and
one Japanese steamer was named to
take a full cargo of wheat to Japan.
Seventeen steamships and motor-
ships, including those already in port
here, are now listed to load wheat
and flour at Portland during April
and May. This is the largest list of
grain tonnage to be chalked up for
Portland loading since the days when
the sailing vessels used to flock here
seeking charters.

Charters Are Designated.
The steamers whose charters wers
announced yesterday are the shipping
board steamers Meanticut and Ja-
lapa, the British steamer Benledi and
the Japaness steamer Tokufuku
Marn. The Meanti¢ut was taken by
Kerr, Gifford & Co., the Jalapa and
Benledi by the Portland Flouring
Mills company and the Japaness
steamer by Suzuk! & Co., her owners.
A nmignificant feature of the cereal
export biMsiness for the next few
woeks Is that three and one-half car-
goes of flour are to be sent to Eu-
rope between now and the middie of
May by the Portland Flouring Mills
company.

Half Cargo Being Taken.

The half cargo Is belng laden on
the shipping board steamer West No-
mentum, which shifted yesterday
from the Montgomery dock, where
alie took a half cargo of wheat, to the
Portland Flouring Mills company’s
plant, where she will complete her
CATEO.
* The steamers Jalapa, West Himrod
and Benledl will take full cargoes of
flour. The Benledl Is a British steam-
er‘of 2509 net tons, last reported as
salling from Fort Swettenham on
March 21 on her way from London
to Yokohama, She is booked to load
here about the middle of May.

Other Japanese to Follow,
The Tokufuku Maru |s the flag-
ship of the Suzuki fleet. and is a ves-
sal of 4293 net tons register. She will
prohably be followed hers by other
steamers of thig fleet, as Suzukl &
Co, ara the purchasers of the major
portion of about 30,000 tons of wheat
which will move from the northwest
to Japan during the next two months.
One cargo of this wheat already
has left Puget sound and another
will 'be taken by an unnamed ship-
ping board steamer, which will be
operated by tha Columbin-Pacific
Shipplng company.

Colincldence Is Singular.

By a singuiar colncidence, 1. Tzumli,
manager of the Portland office of
Suzuki & Co., who will handle the
vease! here, was also her agent when
she called at New York last Novem-
ber with a full cargo of sugar from
the Dutch East Indles. Mr. Izumi
was transferred to the Portland of-
fice of the company while the steams-
er girdled the globe, golng from New
York to Sydney, Australla, with a
cargo of case oll, and thence back to
the Dutch BEast Indies for freight for
aapan. She probably will bring some
