AIRCRAFT LAW IN EFFECT

BLANKS ARE SENT OUT BY
STATE DEPARTMENT,

Failure to Comply With Act Car-
ries Penalty Ranging From
$50 to $100 Fine,

SALEM, Or, June Z20.—(Special)—
Application blanks for the rceglistra-
tion of alrecraft are belng forwarded
by Sam A. Kozer, secretary of state,
to persons and corporations im Ore-
gon who are known to be owners of
such machines

The law requiring the annual reg-
istration and licensing of alrcraft be-
came effective May 25, but as yet no
applications for registration have
been filed with the state department

The law directs that every owner
of alreraft shall, after he becomes
the owner thereof and before he op-
erateg or flles the same over ths
lands or waters cf this state, cause
to be filed, by mail or atherwise, In
the office of the secretary of state, an
application for registration, duly
dsigned by such owner, on a blank or
blanks to be furnished by the sacre-
tary of state. Such application must
show the name, resldence and busi-
ncss address of tha awner of the air-
craft, and the name of the county in
which he resides; also a brief deserip-
tion of the aircraft sufficlently ex-
plicit to make the alreraft capable of
Identification.

The law further directs that upon
receipt of an application properly
prepared, together with the statutory
filing fee of $10, a certificate of reg-
istration shall be forwarded to the
registrant by the secretary of state,
algo a number plate, which must be
attached and displaved at all times
in a conspicuous position on the air-
craft.
