ALTOOXA, Pa., Aug. 5. The United
Mine Workers of the central bitumi-
nous coal fields today notified the
operators that the request for a joint
conference to discuss a wage reduc-
tion would not be granted.

The notification stated any modifi-
cation of the wage scale would be a
violation of the present agreement
fixed by the federal bitumi-nou- s coal
commission, which is effective until
next March.

SEATTLE. Wash., Aug-- . 6. Dele-Fat- es

United
Mine Workers of America, called to
discuss the commercial coal mine
strike situation in Washing-ton- . had
not agreed upon a policy regarding
wage reductions up to this afternoon,
although more than four days had
been spent In debating the subject.

Some delegates were of the opinion
that the convention would not finish
its work before tomorrow night.

SA.N FRANCISCO, Aug. 5. Tele-
grams asking-- them to "keep your
hands off the general strike in San
Francisco" were sent today to the
officers of certain international
buiUling trades unions by a "rank
and file" organization of building
trades workers who are attempting
to promote the strike.

The telegrams answered a demand
of these officers to their locals here
that they have nothing to do with
the general strike movement. Revo,
cation of the charters of unions vot
lng for the strike was threatened.

TOXOPAH. Nev Aug. 5. The hoist
engineers' union at a meeting last
night voted to end Its participation
in a mine strike which has virtually
suspended operations in the Tono-pa- h

mining district since April 16,
The miners' union will meet, to
morrow night and the other crafts
affected will meet in the next three
days to take a vote on ending the
strike.

The strike followed a. reduction by
73 cents a shift for all grades of
workers, making the minimum $4.75,

'Paid to miner and muckers, and the
.maximum $6.25, paid to mechanics and
timberrr.en.

The only mine not affected by the
strike was the West End, which con
tinued operating at the old scale.
The loss in wages through the strike
was estimated at $300,000, and the
silver production was curtailed by
600,000 ounces a month.

CHESTER, Pa., Aug. 6. Sixteen
' hundred shipyard workers struck yes-

terday at the Chester yards of the
Merchant Shipbuilding corporation,
declaring their action a protest
against a reduction in wages. Rivet-
ers, reamers, fitter-up-s and drillers
were affected.

Reduction of 7V Cents From
Chicago Agreed On.

CONFERENCE .IS SUCCESS

Proposal of Carriers for Lower
Schedule on Domestic Ship-

ments Discussed.

CHICAGO, Aug. 6. Freight rates on
grain, grain products and grain by-
products from Chicago and the Cen-
tral Freight association territory to
north Atlantic seaboard ports for ex
port will be reduced 7- - cents a
hundred pounds for a period expiring
December 31 as a result of confer-
ences between railway and shippers'
representatives, it was announced to-
day.

The association includes Mississippi
an Ohio river points and the terri-
tory between those rivers north to the
Great Lakes and east to Buffalo andPittsburg. .

The proposition of the carriers that
the domestic rates on grain, grain
products and grain cts also
be reduced. 4V4 cents a hundred
pounds from Chicago was discussed.

As to both the export and domestic
rates, the usual differentials are to
govern as between New York and
other north Atlantic seaboard ports.
All of the reductions will affect thefreight charge on shipments from

points north and west of Chicago,
also west of the Mississippi river.

MOORS SLAY SPANIARDS

20 REPORTED MASSACRED

AFTER SURRENDER.

Troops Despatched After Raving
Held Out Against Great Odds

for Eleven Days.

MADRID. Aug. 6. (By the Associ
ated Press.) Twenty Spanish sol
diers, the last remnant of the Spanish
troops to resist capture of the town
of Nador, 15 miles south of Melilla.
were massacred by the Moors after
having surrendered, according to ad
vices received here today from Me
lilla.

The massacred Spanish troops had
held out for 11 days against great
odds, the dispatch said, taking ref-
uge first in a church and finally in a
nearby mill. They surrendered, it
was said, only after the attacking
tribesmen had offered to spare their
lives. '

The Moors, after entering the town,
ransacked houses and demolished the
church. Some of the Spanish troops
who succeeded in escaping are said
to have seen the Moors disputing over
the booty they captured. During the
dispute, it was said, a number of their
own men were killed and wounded.

During the 11 days that the Spanish
contingent resisted the Invaders they
were forced to survive on barley and
wheat procured at random.
