
Mil TO CIA
IS HELD UHDUE

Opposition Party, in Japan
Adopts Resolution.

FAIRNESS DECLARED AIM

Toklo In Principle Is Declared
Ready for Complete Examl-natio- n

of All Affairs.

TOKIO. Kept. 20. (By the Asso
dated Press.) Japan should adhere
to the 21 demanda ah sent to China
and ahould Insist upon an agreement
In all the other engagements of that
country, said a revolution adopted
by the political committee or the
Xensel-Ka- l. or opposition party. M
W'akataukl, manager of the party and
member of the Okuma cabinet, which
concluded the treaty embodying the
21 demands. In a atatement defending
that convention, declared that If
Japan had territorial ambitions she
could have seized part of China dur
Ing the war Instead of arranging a
treaty designed to secure the eco
jiomio development of China and
Japan.

"An ultimatum to China Is un-
avoidable," the statement declared,
"because China has canceled matters
previously agreed to. Despite the
denunciation of the treaty abroad. It
was the means of preserving peace
la the far east."

Examination Held Allowed.
Japan In principle If ready for a

complete examination of all affairs
connected with China, according to
information reaching the Associated
Press. Responsible Japanese bave
declared that all trade and other en-
gagements or commitments are In-

cluded, providing such engagements
affect the Interests of other powers In
China. Japan Is willing. It was said
in the same quarter, for examination
of the "21 demands" agreement, pro-
vided Its validity Is not questioned
and argument is not raised that the
treaty was consummated by force.

It was understood Japan would In-

sist, under the provisions of that
treaty, on the right to renew leases
in South Manchuria.

Opea China la Wanted.'
"Our great aim," said one Japanese,

Is the securing of the opening of all
China for trade and residence, so that
our people and other peoples may do
business In the Interior. If China is
thrown open, like Japan, this country,
for one. would not find it necessary
to secure leased territories In which
to engage In the commerce so neces-
sary to our growing population."

He insisted, so far as the Interior
of China was concerned, that western
lands had one great advantage over
Japan because of the rights accorded
Christian missionaries who. he said,
spread the Influence of the west. In-

cluding the United States, while the
Japanese, as a people,
have no missionary privileges. As an
Indication of Japan's good faith, be
cited the action of the country In
turning over to the Chinese consor-
tium previously acquired loan rights
In Manchuria and Mongolia, while the
latest proposals regarding Shantung,
which also figured In the "21 de-
mands" agreement, showed - Japan
was reasonable.

LEAGUE DOUBTS MOVE

MANKIND HELD STILL TOO
FAK FROM PEACE IDEALS.

Council's Commission Declares
Washington Conference Can

Handle Situation Better.

GENEVA. Sept 20. (By the Asso-
ciated Press.) The commission on
disarmament of the league of nations
council, in its report issued yesterday,
finds that the Washington conference
can better deal wltb the question of
naval disarmament than the league,
and that it can be more effectively
secured by common agremeent among
the great powers.

Discussion by the commission thus
Is In line with this conclusion,

nvolving a slow but sure policy.
With regard to land armanents also
It appeears that the same policy has
the upper hand.

"Mankind la still too far removed
from the ideals of peace to make
possible at present the solution of the
question of disarmament," is the final
conclusion of the commission.

Replies to the assembly's request
that the governments limit expendi-
tures for armaments for two years to
the amount of this year's budget are
quoted in support of the commission's
contention.

Of the 27 replies received, 17 were,
classed as favorable, seven as un-
favorable, and three as vague. Ab-
sence of the United States, Germany
and Russia from the league consti-
tutes a great obstacle. In ths opinion
of the commission, which adds that
the difference of opinion arises from
the policies of the different countries,
varying circumstances and changing
conditions.

PRISONER THROWS POLICE--
MAX AS ILLUSTRATION.

Chicago Officials Now Convinced
That Church Related Truth

'About Killing Salesman.

CHICAGO. Sept. 20. (Special.)
The state's attorney la now convinced
that Church is telling the truth when
lie said: "I killed Daugherty and
Ausmus alone."

How could Church, a 115-pou-

man. kill a man as powerful as
Paugherty? How could he lift him
over the railing of the river bridge?
How could he have covered Daugh-
erty with a revolver and handcuffed
him at the tame time? Church
brushed the questions aside wltb a
gesture.

"Give me a chance and Til show
you how I killed them alone," he
urged. "Get me a man as big as
Daugherty and I'll pick him up and
show you how I tossed his body
Into the river."

Detective Sergeant McCarthy
stepped forward. McCarthy weighs
190 pounds. It was Just 7 o'clock
as the handcuffs were handed to
Church. In the twinkling of an eye
he had snapped the cuffs on Mc-
Carthy and laid him on ths floor.
The detective let his body go limp,
a solid lump of deadweight. Church

wrapped Ms arms around him and
began to lift.

In amaxement the watchers saw
Mm slowly lift McCarthy from the
floor. The only sound was the
labored breathing of the alayer. The
ahlrt tightened on his back aa the
powerful muscles were brought into
play. Before they realised It, Church
had raised the body of McCarthy to
the level of his waist and placed
Dim on a table.

Church stepped back. "See," be
Jerked out. "I did It."

"But why was the room left In so
sisorderly a- - conditions asked Mr.
Kewmark.

"I did It myself. I didn't Intend
to kill him at first. - Things Just
moved too faat for me. I wanted the
car. Daugherty came to the house.
I didn't have ths money. I Invited
him to the cellar. I covered him
with the revolver and snapped the
handcuffs on him.

"Then something came over me, I
don't know what. I hit him with
ball bat. Then I Just went nutty,
I guess, I grabbed up an axe and
cut his throat. I pounded him again
and again. Then Ausmus came.
hit him. too. and he died. I left the
bodies and tool mother for a ride."

COLONEL LEADER SPEAKS

Subjects of Advertising, Charges
and Letter Writing to Occupy

Attention Today.

Ths establishment of an associa-
tion of collection agencies embracing
the entire Pacific coast and the states
of the northwest was considered Mon-
day at the annual session of the
third annual convention of the Col-
lection Association of Ore-
gon. No definite action was taken
but the advisability of such an or-
ganisation was outlined in several
addresses and considered favorably
by the 60 representatives present
from Portland, the state at large and
from Washington and California.

He spoke on
the general economlo situation In
Europe and attributed the whole
trouble to rising socialism, or as he
termed it, "bolahevism without the
whiskers." He said Europe is not
taking care of her discharged sol-
diers and is allowing the socialistic
elements to retain ths power they
gained while the army was In the
field. Tbls has caused untold dissat-
isfaction and unrest to the detriment
of the economic situation, he said.

"America is the parent country,"
he said, "at the present time and
has been brought to this position by
her idealism. She will retain her
place only by preservation ot this
quality In future relations with the
outside world."

After Losing Fortune,

seph for about a month. He left just
after be bad aold a shipment of lambs
for cash, came to La Grande, where
be cashed a check for $1600. and went
to Baker, where be cashed another
check. Since then no trace bas been
found of him.

So great was ths confidence In Mr.
Morelock In his home town that it
was not until the end of last week
that an Investigation was begun.
Then It developed that the man who
was reputed to be worth about $100.-00- 0

had left many debts behind Dim.

pany of Portland, ths Columbia Basin
Wool Warehouse company of Port-
land, the First National Back of Jo-
seph and W. B. Ford Ice of Lost Prai

rie, his partner In a large stock ranch
acquired two years ago.

Ths missing man's life history Is
that of a man rising rapidly from
humble means and by plunging ana
good luck amassing a fortune and
then when business conditions be-
came tight not being able to weather
tbe storm.

Ten years ago Mr. Morelock went
to work in ths Elgin Forwarding
company s warehouse at Joseph, hav-
ing no property and dependent en-

tirely on his wages. He worked hard
and saved and by lucky speculations
amassed a fortune that reached its
height two years ago.

In the meantime he served a num-
ber of terms in the city council and
also waa a member of tbe school
board in Joseph.

At Matewan the senators stood on
the spot where ten men fell in a
battle in May, 1920, which seemed to
have spread the flams of mining war-
fare. Across the street they saw
where one of the Hatflelds later was
assassinated, and then they traveled
over part of the ten-mi- le oattls line
where machine guns wers used.

All
the purchaser needs to do in order
to get the equipment Is to present to
Whiteside tt Locke a certificate show-
ing that he Is a member of the farm
bureau organisation, in good standing
and with all dues paid up.

In order to line up this deal the
farm bureau executive and market
committees bave held several meet-
ings In tbe last two weeks, and Ed-
win Peck, manager of the Oregon Mo-
llne Plow company, has been a fre-
quent visitor In Corvallls. Mr. Peck
says that nearly SO per cent of the
retail price of farm implements has
been chargeable to the poor methods
of marketing.

EXPENSES SHOWN TO CROW

IX THREE YEARS.

Census Bureau Indicate
Reduction In Indebtedness

and Levies Drop Some.

THE OREOONIAN NEWS BUREAU.
Washington. L. C, Sept. 20. (Spe-
cial.) The cost of running the city
of Tacoma is steadily rising, accord-
ing to a report Issued by the
census bureau. The cost of the city
government for the last calendar
year amounted to $4,580,479, which
was a per capita cost of $46.91. In
1917 the per capita cost was $33.67.
and in 1914 $39.95, the totals for
these years being $3,150,295 and
$1.574, $79, respectively. The per cap-- 1

lta costs for 1930 consisted or ex-
penses of general departments. $24.51;
expenses of public service enterprises,
$5.90; payments of interest, $5.13, and
for outlays, $11.17.

The total revenue receipts In 1920
were $5,456,492, or $56.87 per capita.
For the fiscal year the per capita
excess of revenue receipts over

costs was, therefore $8.9.
Property taxea constitute the

greater part of the revenue of cities.
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competitors

They represented 48.1 per cent for
1920, 36 per cent for 1917 and 16 per
cent for 1914. The decrease In the
amount of property taxes collected
was 6.5 per cent from 1914 to 1917
and the Increase was 82.2 per cent
from 1917 to 1920. The per capita
property taxes for the three specified
years were $24.10, $13 81 and $16.44,
respectively. Earnings of public serv-
ice enterprises operated by the city
represented 36.6 per cent of the total
revenue for 1920. 36.6 per cent for
1917 and 29.1 per cent for 1914.

Business and ss licenses
show a variation In relative Impor-
tance, being 7 per cent of the total
revenue for 1920 as compared with 6
per cent for 1917 and 16 per cent
for 1914.

The net Indebtedness of Tacoma
decreaaing, being $82.28 per capita
for 1920, $98.89 for 1917 and $111.06
for 1914. The per capita levies for
Tacoma for 1920 were: Total, $46.31;
city. $24.88; state. $8.59; county, $12.84.
