Now, Jullua,
will you not forgive me for the sake
of .your mother? Don't tie n rope
around your neck It would kill
your mother If you went to prison
for 20 vears In Wethersfield., the
worst prison In the Urnited Statee.
They have charges agninst you of
blgamy, white alavery, ete. The de-
teotives are looking vou up. Do you
remember when you were lost A8 &
¢hild In Killingworth ar how your
poar molher cried? Now, Jullus, you
kXnow I am innocent. Stop gambling;
got away from bad and
moonshine,

[ Go Away, Says Prisoner.

"Plenss go away as quickly as pos-
+ Bihla, partly for my sake and partly
for yours. Don't tell Walter. Get an
affidavit prepared that I used to lick
you terribly and that you wanted to
Eot revenge. FPleaga gno west, (o Mex-
feo or Argentina. 1 hase euffered so
much that I could not ses you behind
bara. Get hatred out of your heart
for me. My Inst dying words will be
& blesaing o you. I'm sorry for the
trouble that has eome on my wife's
hend, I have shed tears, Jullus, don't
think {11 of your father.”

During the reading of the letter the
Prisoner showed the first real emotion
he ham exhibited during the trial,
fear® rolling down his cheaks. The
witness also testified that Imter In
the month when at the jail hia father
said: *Ir I could only get clear of the
PBall eane T would be all right. I will
E£ive you 31000 If you will get Julius
out of the state befors the trial” At
the meeting he gave the witnhess a
Jetter for the mother reading:

“What a downfall, what a punish-
ment. 1 have sinned and I have been
forgliven.”

Son Urges Conviction,

Under cross-examination by Judge
Carlpon the witness sald he wanted
hin father convicted because he had
bean =6 ugly to his mother and broth-
ers and for fear of what his father
might do if set at liberty.

Beveral witnesnes teatified to find-
ing tha bodies of the Ball family and
tha burial of the same. R. T. Hurley,
superintendent of atate police, testi-
fied that he talked with Schutte In
the Haddam Jal]l May 20 last. He sald
he arked Schugte It he set fire to the
Ball place and shot the pcoupants as
they came out,. He sald Schutte an-
pwersd:

“From what you
should judge that you
to send me to prison for

as hiard to hold as a straw hat in &
September gale.

Seattie klansmen are not taking any
too kindly to a government made In
Georgla, even If It's Invisible, and a
demand for home rule and a local
charter for one of the three local
lodges or “kKlans"” organized by King
Kleagle Williams s sald to be at the
bottom of the heap of trouble the
king kleagle has on his hands,

Since coming te Seattle siX or seven
months ago, Williams has “natural-
jzed” more than 800 ay koights of the
Invisible empire st $10 a head, plus
§6.60 for a sheel and plllowecanse uni-
form and a few ceénts more f{or luci-
dentals

But so far none of the three klans
organized hag recelved a charter from
the Imperla! wizard, Willlam J. Sim-
mons of Atianta,

Klansmen, who are risking what-
ever penalty entalls for betraying the
gecrets of the invielble government,
assert that King Kleagle Willlams
has anmounced that no charters will
be fortheoming for the Beattla lodges
undil_a pald-up clty embership of at
least 5000 ghall have been atialned.

The Insurrectionary movement
reached a Dbolling-over polnt at the
weelkkly meetlng of klan No, 1 last
Monday night, membars say, when one
of the rebsl kiansmen started a rough
housa by accusing King Kleagls Will-
lamsg of having =slandered him by call-
lag him a spy on the order.

Une rumor has It that a revolver
was drawn ia the turmeoll and that
the apology was extorted at the busi-
ness end of the weapon, though others
assert that peace was restored by
“orderly methods," whiatever that may
mean In Ku Kiux language, and the
misunderstanding settled.

At the regques: of
Postmaster Jones a government
trapper from the offlee of the preda-
tory animal inapector took station at
the ald postoffice bullding yesterday
with 50 trapes.

As oampaigna go, tha attempt to
rid the premises of rats, is not new,
but In spite of the fact that rat cam-
paigns seldom have proved perma-
nently sueccossful, at since the
day of the Fled Fiper of Hamaelin,
Fostmaster Jones determined to
reduce the number of rats in!mlnt—l
ing the old postoffice bullding and
matarially diminish the supply of
new arrivala. Thoir presence in the
postaffice has been more a subject of
personal annoyance than actunl
struction. according to Postmaster
Jones, Through experiences, the sm-
ployes place all foodstulfz and pere
ishables remalning in the office over
night on Ilron-legged tables, but
caslonally a rat does sample the con-
tents of a pauckage in transit,

The rats within the building will
ba cooped” up like prisoners in the
bastile for the basement entrance
will be screened with fine mesh wire.
With outside rats barred from entry
Postmaster Jonea thinks the exter-
minatlon of the free boarders In the
bullding ¢an be expedited.

GIFT TO MAKERS CHARGED

Committee Says That Intention Is
to Cause Closed Factories to
Reopen for Business.

WASHINGTON, D. C. Oct 12—
Adoption by the senate of the repub-
lean compromlise for repes| of all the
transportation taxes an next January
1 was completed today with the nc-
ceptance without a dissenting vote of
an amendment removing the tax on
parcels post packages Senator Reed,
democrat, Missour|, sought to extend
the repeal to levies on messages by
telegraph, telephone, cable and radlo,
but his motlon was voted down, 32
to 28,

Committee amendments to tha bill
accepted included those Imposing li-
cense taxes on brokers and others
and manufacturers’ taxes of 1 cents
a gallon on cereal beverages, still
drinks and unfermented fruit juices:
74 cents a galion on finished foun-
taln syrups and § cents a pound on
carbonic acld gas.

Senate Stucrk on Gum Tax.

TUntil the chewing-gum tax was
reached the seninte made fairly rapld
progress on the bill But there [t
stuck for nearly two hours with a dis-
cussion of chewing gum, tariff and
other subjects. A republiean proposal
to repenl the 2 per cent tax on this
gum was opposed by Senutor Raeed,
who sald the senate had voted to re-
tain $28.500.000 in taxes upon sendery
and recelvers of messages by wire and
radlo, while It was proposed "to re-
fund one twanty-glghth of that
amount to Wrigley."

“Who made this bargain?™ asked
Senator Reed with reference to the
compromise plan to knock out the
chewing-gum tax, “Who overturned
the action of the committes? When
was it agreed to? It demands an ex-
planation when a gentleman can es-
cape $1,000,000 In taxes on something
that is useless and worthlesa What
was the influance that reachad bahind
the doors and took the tax off Mr.
Wrigley ™™

Faetorles Reported Closed.

Senator, Watson, Ttepubiican, In-
dlana, sald the Information before the
rinance committiee was that factories
of the Ameriean Chlele company
were closed down and that the rTes
moval of the tax had been suggested
tn get those plants started up again
He declared that so far as the com-
mittee knew, “Mr. Wrigley” &id not
care about the tax; that he never
bad asked that |t be removed.

During Senator Reed's address
