OIL MISTER!

No Further News Received
From Mexico.

RANSOM PERIOD EXPIRES

Washington Concerned but Not
Apprehensive Regarding Men

Captured by Rebel Force.

WASHINGTON, D. C, June 28.
What may have . happened to 40
American employes of the Cortez Oil
company, captured by Mexican rebelsnear Tampico and held, with the
company's property, for ransom, re-
mained a mystery tonight, although
the rebel raid occurred last Sunday
morning. No further word has come
from Consul Shaw at Tampico or
from any other official or unoffi-
cial source since the consular dis-
patch of Monday saying that the
lives of the 40 Americans and $250,-00- 0

in destructible property were
held as security on 48 hours' notice
for a payment of 15,000 pesos.

Department officials would not
admit in any formal way that they
felt any uneasiness because of the
lack of information. It was indi-
cated that delay in a complete clear-
ing up of the situation was npt
regarded as unusual. There is known
to be considerable perplexity here,
however, over the fact that Consul
Shaw-ha- s not informed the state
department as to steps taken by the
Mexican federal authorities to ob-
tain release of the captive Amer-
icans. -

Time Limit Has Expired.
The period granted by Gorozave,

the rebel chief, for payment of the
ransom, had elapsed even before the
department's advices were made
known here. Directions to the em-
bassy in Mexico City and to the con
sul to insist on adequate protection
lor American rights and sentiment
upon punishment of the raiders went
forward. So far as known late to-
day no further word had come from
any quarters to disclose what de-
veloped Tuesday morning when the
time limit expired.

The Washington government to-
day still withheld any step that
might lead the way to demands that
the Mexican government give the
Americans in Jeopardy protection.
The attitude at the state department
was that the reports now available,
serious as the situation appeared to
be on the face of consul Shaw's mes-
sage, did not Justify as yet dispatch
of warships to Mexican waters or
any similar step. Nothing has yet
come to hand indicating that the
Obregon government is not as it is
expected to do in the. circumstances,
dealing with the Gorozave coup in a
way to safeguard American lines
and property.
, There is one point in which the
message of Consul Shaw does not
check up with what was previously
understood in official circles here
to be the situation in the Tampico
region. The consul's message said
there were no Mexican federal
forces in the, vicinity of the Aguarda
camp of the Cortez .Oil company,
where the raid and capture took
place. Other reports indicate that
there are at least 2500 Mexican fed-
eral troops in the Tampico region.

Until recently there were approxi-
mately 15,000 Mexican federals in
the Tampico district. The troop con-

centrated there was one of the
largest in the Mexican army, indi-
cating the importance attached to
maintaining a firm hold of the oil
regions by the Mexico City author-
ities and also presumably the con-

dition of unrest prevailing in that
region. Labor and other disturb-
ances to the south of Tampico a
short time ago resulted in the move-
ment of considerable bodies of
troops to other points. The result
was a heavy reduction of the avail-
able forces near Tampico and it was
this condition, it was pointed out
here today, which probably gave
Gorozave his opportunity.

Ransom Probably Paid.
In view of the serious conse-

quences to the Mexican government
which any Injury to the captive
Americans would entail, however,
it was argued that the government
would feel it necessary to rush its
forces back to the Tampico region
in sufficient strength to guarantee
protection of foreigners should that
course be pursued. It seemed more
likely to officials here, however,
that the payment demanded by
Goroxave would be made and ulti-
mately be assumed by the central
government rather than that any
untoward event should bring a rift
in negotiations with Washington
for diplomatic recognition of the
Obregon government.

General Wu Pei-F- u Indorses

Federation Plan.

UNITED STATES MODEL

Majority of .Provinces Said to
Have Signified Approval

of Proposal.

PEKIN, June 28. (By the Asso-
ciated Press.) General Wu Pei Fu,
dominant figure of northern China,
today indorsed the recent sugges-
tion of General Chen Chiung-Min- g,

outstanding leader of the south, that
a federal system be adopted for re-

united China, patterned after that
of the United States of America.
General Wu suggested that the, re-

organized republic be known as the
"United States of China."

The majority of the provinces al-
ready have signified their approval
of the proposal to reunite the coun-
try under a federal government at
Pekin, with each province enjoying'
rights similar to those accorded the
separate states of the American
union, General Wu said.

The quiet little man who drove
the Manchurian war lord.f Chang
Tso-Li- n, in rout from the gates of
Pekin and recalled to office the
constitutional president, Li Tuan-Hun- g,

declared that the sentiment
is growing in favor of the united
China programme with American
ideals as its guiding star.

Leaders Promise Support.
He said he had received telegrams

from the people's leaders in Yunan,
Hunan, Kweichow, Szechuan.Kwang-tun- g

and other provinces promis-
ing their support of the plan.

Wu asserted that he had no hes-
itation in predicting that as China
traveled the road of progress she
would be found copying and put-
ting into practice America's ideals
to an extent not reached by any
other country.

In the south, Wu said, where Sun
Tat Sen's followers had become fa-
miliar with western methods, the
new leader there, Chen Chiung-Min-

who recently drove Sun from
Canton, was a particularly strong
supporter of the Americanized
"China" programme.

Wu Pei-F- u pointed out that while
a central government should be
maintained at Pekin, the great dis-
tances that separated the bounda-
ries of the country made it impera-
tive that the provinces should be
permitted a measure of local au-
tonomy, similar to that possessed
by the several states of the 'Amer-
ican union.

Parliament to Meet.
This question of provisional au-

tonomy, Wu suggested, should, be
settled at the next session - of
the revived republican parliament,
which is expected to obtain a quorum
for a meeting in Pekin by August 1.

Support for the proposal that
China adopt western ideas is said
to be strong in Pekin, owing to
the presence there of many Chinese
officials who have been educated in
America.

Leaders of this class are Dr. Wel-
lington Koo, who is acting as finan-
cial adviser in the reorganization
plans; Dr. W. W. Yen, acting pre-
mier and foreign minister, and Dr.
Wang Chung-Hu- i, minister of jus-
tice. In their following are many
minor officials who gained their
education in the United States by
means of the Boxer indemnity funds
returned to China by the Washing-
ton government.

Banker Issues Ultimatum.
China must put her house in or-

der before she can expect further
foreign loans, in the view of Fred-
erick W. Stevens, representative of
the American group of bankers in
the international consortium, prior

' to his recent departure for America
on a vacation.

"Under present conditions the con-
sortium is prepared to do nothing,"
was Mr. Stevens' flat declaration.
"Under changed circumstances it
may lend money for constructive
purposes, such as railroad building
and similar enterprises, and, per-
haps, as a necessary prelude to con-

structive loans, the consortium
might advance money to refund
some of China's outstanding rhdebt
edness."

"Then he gave me a package and
asked me to put it In a safety de-
posit box. I told him I didn't have
one, but was thinking of getting
one. 'There's about 700 bucks in
that package. You keep it for me.
I'm afraid if I have it I'll spend it,'
Hecker told me."

Later, on n, Cole-
man stated that Hecker had also
told him that the money belonged
to. somebody else, and he "didn't
want to spend it."

The testimony of Coleman was
substantiated by his wife, who af-
firmed the statement that it was
not unusual for friends to awake
them by tapping at the window be-
cause of the fact that there." were
other persons living in the house
who might be disturbed. Both said
that they had not expected Hecker.

Doctor Robert L. Benson, Portland
physician, who performed the au-
topsy over Bowker's body, told of
its condition at the undertaking par-
lors. Death, he believed, had un-
mistakably been caused by a bullet
entering the back of the head. The
bullet had traversed the brain, sev-
ering some large arteries.

sold Hecker five gallons of gasoline.
When Hecker dropped the gas tank
cap, which he thought had fallen to
the ground, he Jumped out of the
machine nervously. O'Neil said that
he looked a trifle white at the time
and that he noticed a spot on his
right hand which might have been
blood. He also said that he saw a
spot of blood on the running board
