De Valera Declares Pact Between
Irish Parties Is Torn Up.

LONDON, July 6. (By the Asso-
ciated Press.) Eamon de Valera,
the republican leader, in a message
addressed to the people of the
United States, declared the pact be-

tween the Irish parties has been
torn up; that civil war has broken
out; that the Dail Eireann is not al-
lowed to meet, and that the pro-
visional government has assumed a
military dictatorship supported by
the British big guns.

"The danger to Ireland which I
feared most and warned our people
of civil war has come upon us,"
eaid Mr. de Valera in his message.
"Soldiers of the army of the re-

public have been attacked1 by forces
of the provisional government at the
Instigation of English politicians,
who wanted an immediate set-o- ff to
the shooting of Sir Henry Wilson in

"The political pact between the
Irish parties which had insured

of the Sinn Fein.
