Officials Not Worried by Sit-

uation Toward Coast.

DANGER HELD MAGNIFIED

Secretary of ljocal Association Re-

ports That Fighters Will
Control Flames Soon.

Northwest winds which are rising
In the Tillamook and Columbia
county forests are expected to give
the fighters of fires in those locali-
ties some trouble during the next
few days. However, no such im-
pending danger as some reports
have indicated exists along any of
the fire fronts, according to C. C.
Scott, secretary of the Forest Fire
Patrol association. Alarmed' by an-
nouncements of the fires' raging in
the crowns of the timber in the
vicinity of Cochran, Mr. Scptt imme-
diately got in touch with his agents
there and found that the report was
unfounded.

The rising winds fci the Tillamook
country had started some fires
which were burning on the ground
alone and were not harming the
tops of the valuable timber. The
fire was reported to be burning fast
and wiping out all the underbrush.

Heavy Loss Not Expected.
late yesterday it had not been

controlled and n'o lines had been
thrown across its path. But ex-
perienced fire fighters 4t the patrol
association were of the opinion that
they would have it well in hand
today and that no anxiety( need be
caused the owners. More 'fighting
forces were offered them, but were
said not to be needed. The present
facilities are able to care for the
burns, said the reports.

Columbia county also sent in re-

ports that the rising winds were
liable to cause some trouble, but no
new fires had occurred yesterday.

The local offices of the C. H.
Wheeler company announced that
there had been no change in cond-
itions in their tract.

Mountain Fire Binning.
The distance from Timber to

Belding, Or., is about 15 miles and
fires are burning in the region be-

tween. It is specifically stated by
fighters in the country that the
fires are not burning together and
are not threatening to join. There
is no raging conflagration in any
of that area with the exception of
the ground fire, which, it is hoped,
will be controlled today.

The forest service officers had an
intimation yesterday of a fire in the
east end of the Rainier national for-
est. Details could not be learned
yesterday, but it was thought that
more information would be sent in
today.

Smoke Pall Leaves Peak.
MOUNT HOOD LODGE, Or., July

12. (Special.) The smoke pall
which had covered Mount Hood for
several days past has now entirely
cleared away and Mount Hood
stands out crystal clear again. The
blanket of smoke was so dense
that the summit was not visible
even from Mount Hood lodge, a
condition which has not taken place
for many years. Mount Adams,
Mount Rainier and Mount St. Helens
were also unusually clear this morn
lng.

Smoke Screens Idaho.
TWIN FALLS, Idaho, July 12.

(Special.) Smoke from the north
ern forest fires has been screening
southern Idaho the last few days.
The heavy haze rendered the sun
a dull red ball of fire throughout
the day and early in the afternoon
it disappeared behind a thick smoke
wall in a cloudless sky. Hundreds
of persons marveled at the phe
nomenon.

IS OBJECTIVE.

Nurserymen in ' Convention Hear
Expert Horticultural Talk

at Meeting. '.

To prevent further introduction
of foreign plant disease, the propa-
gation of fruit tree stock should be
highly developed in America, in the
opinion or F. A. Wiggins, president
of the Washington Nursery com-
pany of Toppenish, Wash., who has
just returned from a six; weeks trip
to the east where he attended the
convention of the American Asso-
ciation of Nurserymen held in De-

troit. Mr. Wiggins was one of the
speakers at yesterday's session of
the Pacific Coast Nurserymen's as-
sociation convention being held this
week In Portland.

"Laws passed by the government
several years ago which cut down
a considerable amount of fruit stock
Importation from Europe are .
hastening the time when America
will produce all her own founda-
tion stock or roots on which to bud
or graft selected varieties of fruit,"
further declared Mr. Wiggins to the
convention yesterday.

He also pointed out to the visit-
ing nurserymen as proof of the
menace to fruit growing from for-
eign Importation the recent pear
blight, and declared that other
fruit diseases would sweep the
country if the importation laws are
not made more stringent.

Several other speakers addressed
the nurserymen yesterday on spe
cial horticultural production. Yes-
terday afternoon the nurserymen
were taken to the Weed landscape
nursery near Beaverton, where they
witnessed a tractor demonstration
and had lunch. They also visited
the Oregon nursery at Orenco.
