substantial improvement from the stand
point of both activity and strength, con-
fidence which expressed itself in buying,
appeared to be due to the conviction
that several of the economic problems
that have taken on such a disturbing
aspect of late would be settled satisfac-
torily.

Winter Wheat and Barley

Make Better Showing.

SPRING GRAIN MATURING

Late Plantings Suffer From Lack
of Ratn Weather Favorable

for Haying.

The harvest winter wheat and bar-

ley la becoming general with resulu
variable, but generally fair to good, says

the Oregon crop report of the weather
bureau. Hot weather has caused prema-
ture

'ripening and some consequent
shrinking. Some early-sow- n spring grain
In southern counties Is practically ma-

ture. Late sown spring grain of all
kinds has suffered seriously from drouth,
and some will not be worth cutting. Irri-
gated corn has made very rapid growth.
The same Is true of some unirrlgated
corn, but in many places the latter is
beginning to show the effects of drouth.

The weather has been favorable' for
haying, and for the growth of irrigated
alfalfa, but unirrlgated meadows are
suffering. Second-cro- p clover in unirri-gate- d

sections will be very light. Cut-

ting of the second' crop of alfalfa Is
complete in some southern localities.
While unirrlgated domestic pastures, and
the lower ranges are very dry, there Is
little complaint of stock suffering, and
feed on the higher ranges continues good.

Picking of cherries and loganberries Is
general. The yield of cherries is gener-
ally light, and the loganberry crop is be-

ing cut short by the drouth. Prunes con-

tinue to drop heavily in places. Apples
and pears are sizing well. Thinning has
been completed In some sections.

'ew potatoes are becoming more plen-
tiful. Irrigated potatoes are doing well.
Late potatoes in unirrlgated sections
need rain. Truck crops are being In-

jured by drouth where not irrigated.
Hops need rain.

The extreme heat of the close of the
preceding week was somewhat modified
at the beginning of this week, but in
the southern and eastern countie.3 some
high temperatures were recorded during
the week. Toward the close of the week
cloudy weather, attended by low tem-
perature, set in in the northwestern
counties, but moderately warm weather
continued in other sections. A very little
light misty rain fell in the extreme
northwestern portion, which served to
check the spread of forest fires, and
brought some temporary relief to vege-
tation, but not enough rain fell to ex-

tinguish the fires or to wet the roots of
growing crops. At times during the
week the smoke from forest fires became
very thick, but this condition was some-
what improved at the close of the week.

WHEAT STEADY AND UNCHANGED

Small Volume of Business in This
Territory. , "

The wheat market was steady yester
aay and tne volume of business was
small. There was no change In bids at
the Merchants' exchange.

The Chicago wire to the
Grain company follows:

"Increased selling pressure by com-
mission houses and cash interests on
bulge found a weakened market because
shorts had covered. Clearing weather
indicated southwest. . This and possi-
bilities of settlement railroad strike
would leave market weak position. Ex-
port demand decidedly disappointing.
General conditions against market, which
looks lower."

Liverpool wheat futures closed Ul39id
lower at 10s 8d for July and 10s 4d for
September.

Buenos Aires wheat opened Vt cent
lower.

The government weekly crop 'report
follows: "Moisture conditions were very
favorable for corn, especially in the
central valley region, where drought had
prevailed. yCoo weatner and moderate
rains were very favorable for spring
wheat east of the Rockies, but the ex-
treme hot weather in the far northwest
was quite unfavorable.' The early crop
is filling nicely."

The Price Current grain report says
"The outlook for grain crops in the more
important states has improved materially
during the last week as the result of
breaking la the drought, which has pre
vailed for six weeks or more. Late oats
will be benefited somewhat and corn
and spring wheat materially. The win
ter wheat crop already Is made, but the
threshing returns continue to show dis
appointment, both In quantity and oual
lty. No black rust, reports of damage to

""spring wheat yet of any consequence
from the northwest, although some rust
of a mors serious nature has been found
in Canada."

A cable from Moscow said: "Field
mice and locusts have damaged millions
of acres of grain in several' Russian dis-
tricts, already seriously affected by last
year's drought. More than 20,000.000
acre- - ar. 1n h. Kit .... .,..,,cu Uv me
pests.'

Washington shows a considerable in-

crease over thft of last year and that
the commercial apple crop of the state,
while somewhat smaller than in 1921, Is
expected to be larger than that of any
other commercial apple state.

WHEAT PRICES L

OF SETTLEMENTPROSPECT
OF STRIKE IS B'ACTOK.

Profit-Takin- g Sales and Slowness
of Export Demand Add to Bear-ishne- ss

of Traders.

CHICAGO. July 12. Indications of
possible quick settlement of the railroad
strike led to lower prices In the wheat
market today. ' The close was unsettled
at c to 14c net decline with Septem-
ber $1.13 to $1.1314 and December $1.15V4
to 51.15. Corn lost c to c, oats

c to c and provisions 5c to 12c.
Responsiveness to a better outlook for

an ending of railroad laor troubles was
shown by the wheat market as soon as
trading began, but soaking rains, that
meant perhaps a week's delay to harvest,
became temporarily the ruling Influence
and caused values to range moderately
higher throughout most of the first half
of the board of trade session. Many In-

terior dealers who had sold wheat for
shipment by July 20, were asking. It
was said, for an extension of time. Be-
sides, some damage by black rust was
reported from Minnesota and there was
apprehension that warm weather and
moisture northwest might cause more
rapid development of rust than hereto-
fore.

Almost complete Ignoring of 'bullish
factors, however, became apparent in
the wheat market after announcement
of a definite programme, looking toward
solution of railroad strike difficulties.
Profit-takin- g sales, an Increase of hedg-
ing and general slowness of export de-
mand accelerated the downward slide
of prices Just before the finish, though,
a big elevator Interest took actively to
the buying side of the market and caused
a little recovery.

Ample moisture supplies and season
able temperatures were effective in weak
ening the maTket for corn and oats, de-
spite gossip that exporters were after
corn.
