nans supporters in the recount
had charged 791 irregularities in
mo i precincts or Marion county
and 873 in the precincts of Multno- -
man so far counted.

in addition there are charges by
ine jiau lorces of a total of 621
other irregularities in the 70 pre
cincts so tar recounted whichcharges were not checked by therecount.

It Is estimated that it will rquire about two days to recheck theremaining 65 precincts. This willbe followed by evidence to substan-tiate charges by the Hall forces offraud and illegal voting. That andthe arguments are expected to pro-
long the hearing several days.

So far there has not been brought
out a single instance of palpable
fraud or stuffed ballot boxes. Theerrors disclosed have been so slight
and so evenly divided among thecandidates that in every instancethey have- - been classed as honestmistakes. '

"by the ears" since October of 11.
when dogs fighting on the beach
betrayed the fact that they were
eating a human body which they
had dug ud from the sand.

Mrs. Fairrhild Is said to have been
suffering with a peculiar ailment
In which certain organs were para
Ivzed. and the case esclted the cu
riosity of several physicians prior
In her death.

After the mutilated remains of the
bndv were taken from the dogs, an
autoosr divulged that skilled hands
had cut away certain orjraus.
