equals that caused by the tidal wave
which devastated Galveston, and the
San Francisco holocaust of 1905. We
deem the. situation so critical that
we feel it is necessary to appeal to
the congress of the United States
for immediate aid, such as was
granted Galveston and San Fran
cisco. It is believed that it will
require at least $3,000,000 to afford
anywhere near adequate relief."

It was pointed out by Astorians
that the city is bonded up to its
