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Sam after much prayer and 
reading expectantly the Word of 
God, n t . isted a three months 
leave of absence from his Job. 
This was November 1966. With 
much reservation, he says “  I 
stepped out on God’ s promise 
saying tomydear wife Pearl; we 
are going to trust the Lord and 
be available to him if  we have to 
live on peanut butter and 
cr ackers. From the very outset 
Sam learned that God always 
honors faith and when the three 
months expired lie requested 
another 45 days—but it  was 
only after one week of extended 
leave of absence that Sam 
fe lt compelled to write a le tter 
of resignation to his boss of 14 
years. “ Wecommitted totally, 
not only our lives but all we 
have to him who worketh all 
things after the counsel of His

The witnessing program of Sam 
Dalton is not supported by, or 
backed of any group but rattier, 
he says, is made possible by the 
bank of heaven.
