Indian Social work 
begins at PSU

I le  School of Social Work 
st Portland State University 
has received $199,614 from tie  
National Institute fo r Mental 
Health to establish tie  North- 
west's firs t Indian Social Work 
Education Program.

To fag In In September and 
to focus on problems facing 
urban as well as reservation 
Indians and Native Alaskans, 
the program Is being planned 
and developed by Indians.

John Spence, a 31-year-old 
Northwest Indian who Is co- 
chairman of Portland’sUnited 
Indian Council and las  con­
ducted the alcoholism coun­
seling and recovery program 
for t ie  Portland Metropolitan 
Steering Committee fo r the 
la s t three years, fas been 
ramed program d i r e c t o r .  
W orking wltti Spence on de 
program’ s developiiant w ill 
le  an advisory committee 
comprised p rim arily  of In­
dians.

Emms Gross, a former 
Peace Corps volunteer and 
most recently with tie  Wash­
ington County Community 
Action Organization, w ill as­
sist Spence as educational co­
ordinator.

A m e r ic a n  Indians and 
Native Alaskans from a four- 
state regloial area are being 
recruited to begin graduate 
work toward a Masters of 
Social Work degree or an 
undergraduate Certificate in 
Social service.

Indian social workers are in 
the best position to fielp t le ir  
own people.

Students in tie  program tins 
ye a rw ill have an Indian-based 
fe ld  experience in Portland’ s 
United Indian Council. Future 
field units for tie  proposed 
five-year p ro g ra m  are 
planned at Chemawa Indian 
Hoarding School and tie  Wann 
Springs Indian Reservation.

In addition to the under­
graduate and graduate as­
pects, the program Includes 
training of social work aides 
to begin on a cooperative 
basis with community colleges 
a year from now. Concur­
rently, continuing education 
offerings on a statewide basis 
w ill be developed.

Traffic
deaths
increase

City Commissioner Lloyd 
Anderson warned the C i t y  
Council at Its Informal confer­
ence Hat a new high for Port­
land tra ffic  fatalities may le 
reached In 1972. Anderson 
cited the fifty-one fatalities of 
this year as the basts fo r this 
warning.

Anderson said, "A  projec­
tion of this rate, based on the 
exjienence of previous yea is , 
predicts a fatality total of 
ninety to one hundred. This 
would exceed Portland’ s pre­
vious high of eighty-nine in 
1934.”

Anderson cited statistics 
showing tliat twenty-eight 
fatalities lad teen motor ve­
hicles, twenty pedestrians and 
three bicycles. He expressed 
particular concern tliatbo [e r 
cent of ¡edestrian fatalities 
were elderly persons and that 
pedestrian deaths lave in­
creased 186 jercentconi|iared 
with last year. He said alco­
hol was a factor in seventeen 
casualties and law violations 
in forty.

Anderson proposed tie  City 
take steps to implement long 
term tra ffic  safety proposals. 
He also proposed a meeting 
with representatives of tie  po­
lice, courts. T ra ffic  Engi­
neering and T raffic Safety 
Commission to discuss pos­
sible short term measures to 
keep fatalities down.
