In a freezer 
with only half a load or less, food 
may not stay frozen for more than a 
day.

I f  power will not come on before 
the food will start to thaw, use dry 
ice. About 25 pounds o f dry ice put 
into a 10-cubic-foot freezer soon af­
ter a power outage should keep the 
temperature below freezing for 2 to 3 
days in a half-full freezer, or 3 to 4 
days in a full freezer. Do not open 
the reezer again until the power is 
restored except to put in more dry 
ice. BE CAREFUL WHEN H AN­

WEAR HEAVY GLOVES.
