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f he insecurities o f wearing a hat diminish with knowledge in the selection 
process. Choose your favorite hat salon or milliner and let the hands o f ex­
perts pamper and service you. In selecting a hat, all angles o f the head, face, 
cars and neck should be taken in to  consideration in relation to the brim , 
width, color and shape o f the hat. Ornamentation can be fun. but one must 
be careful. Over-exaggeration can destroy your total effect. On the other 
hand, though, the addition o f ribbons, bands, scarves, feathers and jewelry 
can enhance or update your hat o f the hour.
