‘Vision’ meets in Senate office

New Clear Vision of Oregon will
once again organize five to fifteen
voters to gather in Senator Bob
Packwood’s office for a one- to
two-hour letter-writing discussion
this Wednesday at 1:00 p.m.

Several weeks ago in a protest or-
ganized by groups other than New
Clear Vision, Elaine Franklin, a
Packwood aide, insisted that pro-
testers reduce their numbers from 60
to 15 so that the office would not be
disrupted.

Two weeks ago a group of twelve
met, quietly discussed Packwood's
record, and wrote letters 1o the Sen-
ator, and after one and one-half
hours left without incident.

However, last week the group of
only seven citizens was greeted with
a rearranged office, allowed only to
sit on the floor, and after half-an-
hour was violently removed from

questions that lie at the heart of
American democracy."

Dellums and Weiss, with twelve
British women, filed suit in U.S.

Judy Hoffer, spokesperson for
the group, commented, ‘‘It is not
the way we are communicating our
message but the content of our dis-
cussion that is being restricted. We
have not been at fault for the dis-
ruption of Packwood’s office. If we
were allowed to exercize our consti-
tutional rights we would not be in
the newspapers or on T.V.. It is
Packwood's staff director that has
caused a confrontation. If we were
supportive of militarism they would
be giving us chairs and a table.”

Protest organizers maintain they
will continue asserting their right to
quietly gather in a publicly funded
office. The public is invited, but
participation is limited to 15 people
per week.
