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Blacks suffer in South Africa

**Before | finish this sprech, one
child will die of malnutrition in
South Africa,’”” said Trevor Fowler,
secretary of the Southern California
Chapter of the African National
Congress

Fowler was keynote speaker for
Portland State University's (PSU)
Association of African Students
(AAS) Fifth Annual African
Cultural Night. The annual affair
was held Saturday, April 7th at
PSU

Fowler's words fell on a hushed
crowd of some 400, who only
moments before, had watched 16
Black children dance to the rhythm

of the drum. And while the 16-
member Talking Drum Dancers’
(girls, approximately three to 14-
years old) performance echoed in
the minds of the audience, he ad-
ded, ‘"Eight times the amount (of
money) spent on a Black child in
South Africa, is spent on white
children.'’

The sad commentary, according
to Fowler, is that the ‘*Reagan Ad
ministration'' supports the South
African Apartheid Regime
““Majority does not rule in South
Africa,”’ he said T'he peace
loving people of the United States
who do not support the policies
conducted by the Reagan Ad
ministration; around the world,"’

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should demand that the arms em-
bargo be enforced; that Benjamin
Macleod's life be saved; and that the
dignity of freedom be granted to
Blacks in South Africa

Fowler's speech was laced with
analogies showcasing the extent of
inhumaness suffered by Blacks in
South Africa

““One hundred and sixty
executions take place in South
Africa every year: ninety-five per-
cent of the world's executions and
all are Black

““There is a 60 to 70 percent
malnutrition rate in South Africa;
(exclusively Black)

““Women, the elderly and
children were (or still are) to be
discarded to land that had (has) no
viable means of supporting itself

““In the last decade, 3% million
people (Blacks) have been forcibly
displaced

‘‘People are subjected to housing
made of plastic drawn over sticks.
(Black) women live and give birth in
cardboard shacks (and the sad thing
i1s), the (South African) govern-
ment bulldozes those kinds of
housing down."'

Fowler spoke of the ““military
struggle led by the African
Congress.”’ Of how inroads are
being made. He said, ‘“The Apar-
theid Regime recognizes that its con-
trol of power is uncertain; that
liberation is (imminent)."" That car
bombing, kidnapping and attacking
villages must stop. And, that *‘the
Apartheid Regime must go and the
(Black) people must be free before
peace will come to South Africa."

And of the ‘‘peace loving''

American people, the secretary
asked they exercise their democratic
right of majority rule; that they
petition their government to exert its
influence on the side of justice
“‘Power to the people,’” he said.
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
