Dressed nattily in knickers and 
knee-socks, Portland's spunky 
prospective mayor took a tour o f 
Eliot neighborhood on a blustery 
day last week.

Bud Clark was invited on the tour 
by the board of the Eliot Neighbor­
hood Development Association. 
The association wanted to get an 
early start in fam iliarising the 
mayor-nominee with inner N orth­
east problems.

"This is the neglected area of the 
city, and we felt that by getting him 
out here right away, we could make 
some in roads," said Michelann 
O rtlo ff , chairwoman o f the asso­
ciation.

C lark and neighborhood resi­
dents, traveling by van and by foot, 
discussed absentee landlords, busi­
ness encroachment into residen­
tial areas, problems with park use, 
and abandoned and renovated 
buildings. The list of concerns also 
included crime, jobs and economic 
development.

Neighborhood resident and archi 
teet Dennis Hadley pointed out 
the contrast between period archi­
tecture from the late 1800s and 
cheaply constructed " in fill"  apart­
ments often owned by absentee 
landlords. Hadley told Clark that 
ticky-tacky housing fragments the 
neighborhood.

"W e  feel that there should be a 
review process to make sure that 
new housing is com patible with 
what we have," said Hadley.

The group next viewed the U n­
thank development on N .E . W il­
liams, which includes a senior citi­
zens center and brick townhouses 
designed with the help of the

neighborhood association to fit in 
with the neighborhood. They also 
took a look at the building where 
Urban League has its offices, re­
cently renovated with public de­
velopment money.

W alking around the corner to 
Lillis-Albina Park, Clark was told 
that neighborhood children are 
often kept from using the park by 
soccer teams. Tyrone Hines, past- 
president of the neighborhood asso­
ciation, said more playgrounds 
are needed for inner-Northeast. 
"W e 're  looking to develop the 
neighborhood so we'll have more 
space for children," he said.

Sabrina Poe, 13, expressed her 
concerns about prostitution. " I  
think we should get the prostitutes 
o ff the corners because that’s a 
bad influence on k id s ,"  she told 
Clark.

At Union Square, C lark talked 
with Larry W illson, owner of the 
award-winning Convenient Foods, 
and LaRue M artin , Jr., manager 
of the Nike outlet store. Pimps caus­
ing traffic problems and harassing 
customers were among business 
owners' concerns, W illson told 
Clark.

Clark said he didn't have definite 
plans for inner-Northeast neighbor­
hood projects eminating from City 
Hall, but that his office is working 
on a set o f goals. He agreed with 
neighborhood leaders on many 
points, often comparing the prob­
lems of inner-Northeast with those 
of his Northwest neighborhood. 
Clark has been active in the North­
west District Association and 
founded a community newspaper, 
The Neighbor.

A fter a private reception with 
neighborhood leaders, C lark a t­
tended a neighborhood fair and pot­
luck dinner at Matt Dishman Center 
with entertainment provided by the 
Eliot Break-a-Trons and door prizes 
provided by Nike.
