every year.

Witness some o f this season’s mile­
stones:

•  The U.S.A. Olympic team, 
coached by Pat Head Summit o f 
Tennessee, grabbed the gold this 
summer in Los Angeles.

•  A smaller, lighter ball was tipped 
o ff and the first female slam-dunk 
was stuffed through the hoops by 
West Virginia’s Lieorgcann Wells.

•  An attendance record was 
smashed when 22,157 spectators root­
ed for the Ohio State-lowa women's 
game on Feb. 3.

Even though the financial reward 
o f men’s professional sports is but a 
pipe dream for women, their spirits 
are not dampened These dedicated
athletes play for something much 
less tangible — the love o f the game.

Recognizing this commitment to 
amateur athletics, Eastman Kodak 
Company has teamed up with the 
Women's Basketball Coaches As­
sociation for the last 10 years to honor 
the top women college basketball 
players across the nation. The 1985 
Kodak Women’s Division I A ll- 
America basketball team will gather 
on March 28 in Austin, Texas, site o f 
the National Collegiate Athletic Asso­
ciation (NCAA) Women’s Final Four 
Tournament at the Erwin Center, 
March 29 31.

woman player to win the honor.

Harris' teammate from Georgia, 
junior guard Teresa Edwards, is an­
other favorite for the Kodak team. 
Teresa was also a member o f the 1984 
Olympic women's basketball team 
and has "hulldogged" her way to be­
coming one o f the top guards in col­
lege basketball this year.

Two o f the University o f Texas’ 
l-ady Longhorns. . .currently the 
No. I team in the nation. . .arc stam­
peding their way to possible inclusion 
on this year’s team.

Sophomore forward Andrea Lloyd 
has turned on the heat again this sea­
son after a hot first year. Last year 
Andrea was named Southwest Con­
ference "Newcomer o f the Year,”  
was the youngest o f 27 finalists for the 
women’s Olympic basketball team, an 
Academic All-America candidate and 
a district candidate for the Kodak 
team.

Joining Lloyd as a possible All-
America candidate from Texas 
guard Kamic Ethridge. Ethridge
referred to as “ the brat,”  not only by 
her older sister Kriss, who also plays 
for U .T., but by her peers and coaches 
who applaud her hard-nosed play 
and floor leading drive. She’s a small, 
quick dynamo that can push the ball 
up court at breakneck speed. Eth­
ridge is a junior and served as an 
alternate on the 1984 Olympic bas

Another team on the warpath to­
ward the ladies' finals arc the North­
east Louisiana University's I.ady 
Indians. Thev arc nationally ranked 
No. 2.

Two outstanding players have led 
Northwest I ouisiana to NCAA D ivi­
sion I playoffs twice in the past couple 
o f years and may, again this year. 
They arc junior guard Fun Jung 1 «  
and junior center Lisa Ingram, their 
nickname is the “ dynamic duo.”

Lee is from Seoul, South Korea, 
where her family still resides. Before 
playing with the Indians, she was a 
member o f the Korean national team 
and played in the Asian Gaines. Her 
speed and mobility have led her lo  be­
coming one o f the best fast breaking 
women in the game today.

Ingram was named to the A ll- 
District Kodak team last year.

At Penn State there’s senior center 
Kahadeejah Herbert. Herbert has 
captured a number o f kudos at Penn 
State, including the l ady Lion’s lead­
ing all time scorer, rcbounder (1983- 
1984) and most accurate shooter 
(1983). She was named Kodak all 
District player last year and twice has 
been named "M ost Valuable Player" 
in Atlantic 10 Conference Champion-

Division I is Anucha Browne 
Northwestern.

Two senior forwards share the 
throne this season for Old Domin­
ion's lady Monarchs. Team work is 
very evident here as Medina Dixon 
and Tracy Claxton reign as probably 
the best forward combination in the 
nation. Both women were selected to 
try out for the 1984 Olympic team 
and both are previous members 
the Kodak A ll-D istrict II I Team

The Lions sal back in 
their zone and tried to force the Blues 
to take the perimeter shot and for a 
time it seemed to work. Coach Stro­
thers decided it was time to close 
down the painted area and now the 
Lions were taking the p<x>r percentage 
shots from the outside. When the 
Lions missed their shots it was Elkins 
on the boards and outletting for a 
few uncontested good percentage 
shots that went through the net.

The West Linn Lions missed their 
golden opportunity lo  take the Blues 
out o f this game after Karon Howell 
went to the bench at the end o f the 
third quarter The score was 14-9 
Lions when Karon left and the Lions 
scored only 8 points for the rest o f the 
half. St. Mary’s battled back and 
the halftime score was 22-19 Lions.

Karon started the second half and 
quickly got the Blues on top with a 
quick score o ff  the jump ball and 
then a steal for another basket.
