JCBS is currently distributed throughout the state of Oregon, and in Tacoma and Seattle, Wash-
ington, and proposes to expand to Idaho and California in late 1987.

JOBS magazine has a readership of over 48,000 and is distributed free from newsstands located
in neighborhood businesses, supermarkets, shopping centers and office buildings. As a special :
feature for distribution, it is also added as an insert to the Portland Observer, Oregon’s seventh :
largest newspaper and the State’s oldest Black owned publication. 545
