QUESTION: How old do I have to 
be for Social Security retirement bene­
fits?

ANSWER: Full benefits are pay­
able at age 65, and 80% of full bene­
fits at age 62. You may retire some­
where between age 62 and 65, in 
which case the benefits are propor­
tionately higher the closer you are to 
age 65 when you retire. A widow or 
widower may qualify for reduced 
benefits at age 60 on the deceased 
spouse’s Social Security record.

QUESTION: What happens to 
my Social Security benefit if 1 delay 
retirement and keep working?

ANSWER: If you work after at­
taining retirement age, your added 
earnings may result in higher bene­
fits. Social Security will automati­
cally refigure your benefit after the 
additional earnings arc credited to 
your record. In addition, a special 
credit can mean a larger benefit. For 
each month you delay receiving re­
tirement benefits, beginning with the 
month you are 65, and ending with 
the month you are 70, you will re­
ceive an extra amount of benefits 
when you do retire. The rate of this 
“ delayed retirement credit”  varies 
according to your year of birth.

QUESTION: If 1 delay retirement 
past age 65, can I still get Medicare 
coverage?

ANSWER: Yes. Medicare Part A 
Hospital Insurance coverage starts at 
age 65 but you have to apply for it if 
you are not receiving retirement 
benefits. You also need to sign up for 
Part B Supplemental Medical insur­
ance which covers doctors bills and 
other expenses not covered by hospi­
tal insurance.

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ANSWER: Your husband may 
get a benefit if he is age 62 or older. 
His benefit will be 50 percent of your 
benefit, but is reduced if he is under 
65.

QUESTION: Can I work while 
I’m receiving Social Security? If 
so,how much can I earn without af­
fecting my checks?

ANSWER: In 1989, you can earn 
S8,88O if you arc age 65 - 70 and 
$6,480 if you are under age 65. At 
age 70 and older, the earnings limits 
do not apply. Once you earn over the 
limits, every $2 in excess earnings 
reduce the benefit by SI. Beginning 
next year, $1 inbenefits will be with­
held for every $3 in earnings.

QUESTION: What types of in­
come count against my earnings limit 
under Social Security?

ANSWER: Generally, only earn­
ings you receive from work or self- 
employment income earned after you 
retire. Savings, investments, private 
insurance and other typical types of 
retirement income that are not earn­
ings do not count. For more informa­
tion, telephone 1-800-234-5772 and 
ask lor the free publication, “ Retire­
ment” .
