For Winbush, it’s important to utilize
all her talents.

“Producing gives you control of
the creative end, instead of relying on
someone else to come up with the
style of the song,” she continues. “It’s
a significant part of creating what
goes on a record. In performing, the
audience lets you know what you did
right, if what you recorded was some-
thing good. That’s the best test in
perfecting your craft.”
