Observer for over a decade, “The
Professor” writes weekly about the
issues of the day, often drawing from
early Africanand African American
history.

As a Professor at Portland State
University in the 1970s, he helped
prepare hundreds of students with
“real life” lessons in business, eco-
nomics, and Black Studies courses.
Many, many Portland Public School
children - now grown - benefited
from his work with the school dis-
trict. His best known publication,
Black Inventors of America
launched a national history and re-

search movement that continues to-
day.
