The Changing Face of America

Census Bureau Reveals Its Findings on Latino Immigrants

More than 13.3 million immi-
grants arrived in the United States
during the 1990s, changing the
face of schools and communities
not only on America’s Shores,
but in its midsection as well, the
Census Bureau reported. Nearly
one-fifth of America’s school-
age children now speak a lan-
guage otherthan Englishathome,
and that home is more likely tobe
outside the states immigrants
have settled in, the bureau said

T'he increase in immigration
means thatapproximately 44 per-

| cent of the nation’s total immi-

grant population of 30.5 million
arrived in the United States in the
1990s, the bureau reported. Over-
all, the immigrant population now
accounts for about 11 percent of
the country’s household popu-
lation 0f 273 .4 million, according

Much of the recent attention on
the census from Congress and the
White House has focused on fig-
ures that showed the Latino popu-
lation grew 58 percent over the
1990s, to 35 million.
