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Oregon Now Worst in Nation for Jobs

O regon 's  unem ploym ent rate 
jum ped to 7.4 percent in Novem ­
ber, the w orst jobless rate in the 
nation for the tim e being, a state 
econom ist said Friday.

Joblessness rose from  6.5 per­
cent in O ctober, w hich at the time 
was the second-worst unem ploy­
ment rate in the nation, behind 
W ashington state’s 6 .6  percent.

A  wave o f  layoffs has hit the 
Pacific N orthw est’s high-tech 
sector, one cause for the increase 
in joblessness.

A bout 125,400 O regonians 
w ere collecting jobless benefits in 
Novem ber, an increase of 52,400 
from  the month previous, said 
D avid Cooke, an econom ist with 
the Oregon Em ploym ent D epart­
ment.

Joblessness worsened in the

construction and retail sectors, in 
manufacturing, including high- 
tech, Cooke said. Freightliner, the 
DaimlerChry sler heavy truck sub­
sidiary based in Portland, has laid 
o ff about 700 w orkers this year. 
The new jobless figures do not 
include 670 workers w ho are be­
ing laid o ff at a Fujitsu sem icon­
ductor plant in the Portland sub­
urb o f Gresham. The com pany 
announced at the end o f  last

month it was closing the plant. 
Earlier this fall, Oregon became

the first state in the nation to de­
clare a recession.

T he f la g g in g  eco n o m y  is 
wreaking havoc with the state 
budget. Economists have reduced 
their revenue estimates by $700 
million since legislators wrapped 
up the 2001-03 budget in July, 
m ostly  because o f  recession- 
caused drop in tax collections.
