Breakdowns 
Cited in 
Prison Escape

(AP) —  A security review 
following the Christinas Eve 
prison escape of a convicted 
rapist found several lapses by 
officials at the Oregon Stale 
Correctional Institution.

Leighton Bates hid in the 
back of a delivery truck and 
slipped away from a kitchen 
loading dock. Before he was 
captured Dec. 26, he allegedly 
assaulted a 46-year-old woman 
in the laundry room of her apart 
ment building.

The internal report released 
last Wednesday recommended 
several security improvements, 
including installation of more 
security cameras and rigorous 
inspections of delivery trucks.

The morning that Bates fled, 
he and other inmates assigned 
to the loading dock were left 
unsupervised by a kitchen se­
curity officer as they stacked 
milk cartons on a pallet.

Officials believe at least two 
inmates helped Bates conceal 
himself inside piles of empty 
mi Ik crates, which were stacked 
and wrapped in shrink wrap to 
prevent the pallets from bounc­
ing in the truck. Shrink wrap is no 
longer used at the loading dock.

At the prisons inspection 
gate, a corporal failed to follow 
written orders regarding the in­
spection of vehicles, the report 
said. Orders require all items— 
packages, boxes and containers 
—  to be thoroughly searched 
before passing through the gate.
